Eye For An Elephant

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An Eye For An Elephant is the story of a cameraman with a love for the greatest creatures on earth. From secretive elephants deep in the Congo to a female elephant giving birth at night, Martyn Colbeck has seen – and filmed – it all. His passion for these giant creatures has led to a career in recording the most astonishing elephant images ever seen.
Martyn Colbeck travelled through Africa searching for captivating images of the world’s largest land creature – the African elephant. Reading their minds and anticipating their every move, he probably understands them better than anyone – even elephant researchers.

In 1990, he teamed up with elephant researcher Cynthia Moss and decided to make a film on elephant behaviour, following one particular family of elephants.  The result: a 15-year project that unlocked the magic and mystery of these enormous animals. In its final form, Colbeck’s work masterfully documented the lives of the elephants, from their subtle tenderness to their family life and social structure.

Colbeck followed the family of female elephant ‘Echo’ as she matured from a young matriarch to an experienced grandmother, leading a family of 30 individuals.

The Trial Of Tony Blair
Sunday, 18 January 2009
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London, 2010 ... but not quite as we know it. 
This sharp satire portrays the private travails of British Prime Minister Tony Blair (Robert Lindsay – Hornblower, My Family) on the cusp of swapping the corridors of power for carpet swatches in his trendy Connaught Square home.

The shredder machines are churning through compromising files. Gordon Brown (Peter Mullan – Children of Men) is about to take over. President Hilary Clinton seeks her second term in the White House. Legacy-obsessed Blair is dictating his memoir.  In Iraq, the daily death toll is unrelenting. 

Blair’s delusional belief in his continuing relevance as an international figure of influence is raising eyebrows even those of his closest confidant, Cherie (Phoebe Nicholls - Spooks). Privately, Blair is haunted by night terrors of soldiers’ coffins and suicide bombers. When his visions begin appearing during the day, mostly spent at his needlessly expansive Thames-side office, he must act.

Desperately seeking redemption, Blair charms his way into fast tracking his conversion to Catholicism. While he eagerly awaits the call for a big job in America, he blithely refuses to see the dangers he faces from a UNSC war crimes tribunal on Iraq.  

Blair’s cavalier attitude towards Brown’s skilful handling of the economy during his decade in power eroded loyalty long ago. Clinton’s aides now distance her from the war in Iraq. Where are the celebrities who fawned over him as Prime Minister? 

Blair is shocked to find himself out in the cold. The hand of history is tapping on Blair’s shoulder, but not on his terms.

The Eternity Man
Sunday, 18 January 2009
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The Eternity Man is a film opera about Arthur Stace, a reformed petty criminal, World War 1 veteran and recovering alcoholic, who haunted Sydney’s seedy bars and brothels until a revelation one night in a soup kitchen chapel. Stace then spent nearly 40 years chalking a timeless message on the city’s streets: the single word – Eternity. 
The film is a journey into the gritty heart of Sydney itself; a place of black humour, alcoholism, bashings, love, sex, lies and shocking beauty. Stace is the archetypal outsider in the city; unobtrusive, distracted, flung from freak-show to brothel to Baptist church, revealing the secrets a city likes to keep to itself through the autistic repetition of a single gesture. As Stace walks through the decades from the 1930s to the present day he encounters some of the key events of the 20th century. 

During his journey of self-discovery Stace wrote his word almost 500,000 times; it was his mission to traverse the city to its furthest reaches in order to spread his message. Now more than 30 years after his death, this mission has a powerful resonance, to the point where Sydney’s millennium celebrations were crowned with his word lighting up the Harbour Bridge in neon, sending his evocative message out from Sydney and across the world.

The Eternity Man brings together one of our most exciting international composers, Jonathan Mills, (now the director of the Edinburgh Festival), with the late renowned Australian poet Dorothy Porter (Eldorado, The Monkey’s Mask) and with director Julien Temple, whose film work, from The Great Rock And Roll Swindle to his most recent documentary Joe Strummer: The Future Is Unwritten, has in large part defined punk on the big screen.

He conducted himself with enormous dignity and courage in Britain’s darkest hours during the horrors of the Blitz. His early death from cancer would bring his perfectly prepared daughter, Princess Elizabeth, to the throne at 25.

Made In Chicago: The Making Of Barack Obama
Monday, 19 January 2009
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Born in Honolulu, Hawaii, to a black Kenyan father and a white American mother from Kansas, President Elect Barack Obama was raised in Indonesia and then later in Hawaii by his maternal grandparents. But it was in Chicago that he was shaped, both socially and politically, and it is where he still lives today.
Chicago is the third largest city in the United States and has one of the largest concentrations of black Americans, most of whom arrived at the beginning of the 20th century, fleeing the racist laws of the South. It is a racially polarised town where whites live largely in the neighbourhoods to the north and blacks to the south, and it was in Chicago’s Southside that Barack Obama arrived in 1985. He was twenty-four years old and had just finished his studies in New York. He was searching for a direction in life, and a major historical event had just taken place - Harold Washington had been elected as the first black mayor of Chicago.

In Made in Chicago we look at the exceptional personal and political journey of Barack Obama through the eyes of those who have known him and worked with him since 1985. This very American story follows his progress as he rises from obscurity to become the leading candidate for the US Presidency, rallying millions of voters to elect him as the first African American US President in history - a culmination of the ongoing battle for racial equality in America fought by the Kennedys and Lyndon B Johnson. 

Made in Chicago is an investigation that leads us across America, not just in the footsteps of Barack Obama, but those of all Americans who came to believe in him and identify with him. It is both the exceptional personal journey of one man and his political and social commitment, and an account of the fundamental changes facing American society as a whole.

To date, his greatest achievement has been a strange little film called, Bonzo: The Clown that Killed a Child.  

Constant reality checks are delivered by his successful, younger brother Carmichael (Josh Lawson), but Tom’s determined to make a difference.  He “just wants to do something great while he’s alive…and without selling out to Hollywood”.

Written and created by Rob Carlton, Chandon Pictures features a guest cast from a great line-up of well known Australian faces including; Justine Clarke, Angus Sampson, Ed Kavalee, Graeme Blundell, Peter Phelps and Jessica Napier.  

In the first episode, Tom is engaged to film a wedding video – but this isn’t the usual wedding.  Sherbert (Kathryn Beck) and David (Ed Kavalee) are in love and have been since childhood.  There’s only one problem – they’re cousins.  Tom struggles to be compassionate about his project, but it could just be his next big thing.  Of course, the family just want a nice, proper video, one they can be proud to show their friends and family.  

The cousins aren’t allowed to be married in a church, so it’s to be a small affair at David’s parents’ house. Thursday, 22 January 2009
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At the world’s highest hospital at Everest Base Camp, volunteer doctors treat the first major frostbite case of the season, and UK scouts head for summit glory. Perched in a tent on the Khumbu Glacier, the Base Camp clinic is the frontline of high altitude medicine where doctors battle to save the lives of climbers who run into trouble in the death zone.
This gripping series follows a team of doctors, treating patients including everyone from the elite of the world’s climbing communities, frostbitten and dying from pulmonary oedema, to holiday trekkers with altitude sickness, and local children suffering from all the illnesses you might expect to find in one of the world’s poorest countries.

These volunteers must make life and death decisions on a daily basis, a world away from the facilities of a modern hospital. Evacuation from this altitude is either a two-day walk on the back of a porter or an expensive and dangerous helicopter ride.

Further up the valley, on the Khumbu Glacier itself, sits the Everest Base Camp clinic. Everest’s magnetism is now such that in the peak climbing season, Base Camp can be home to thousands of people. And at this altitude, getting sick is a very serious business. 

This gripping series follows the lives of these doctors over the course of one Everest season. When the clinic opens early spring, there are queues of local people waiting to be treated. And as the season progresses, the big expeditions roll in – the world’s best climbers, the rich businessmen paying to be guided to the top and the hordes of trekkers slogging up the valley to worship at the feet of the world’s most spectacular mountain.

The Unteachables
Thursday, 22 January 2009
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The project began last week with a trial weekend away for 16 disengaged and de-motivated thirteen-year-olds. It looked as if it would fail before it had begun, as chaos and mayhem prevailed. That is, until the kids were introduced to award-winning teacher, Phil Beadle. At last, there were signs of an initial breakthrough and a connection was made. 
Led by educational guru, Ted Wragg, the experts were confident enough to move on to phase 2 – an intensive two week study camp, aimed at teaching the kids the core SATS subjects - Maths, English and Science in ways they had never been taught before. After the bad behaviour of the first weekend, the experts decided to get imposing Headmaster, Mr William Atkinson, to run the camp. He has a track record in turning around failing schools and their troublesome pupils. 

At the outdoor centre in Sussex where the study camp is taking place, the kids have arrived. They’ve never met Mr William Atkinson before but, despite his imposing presence, he fails to get all of their immediate respect.  Dale, who is one of the brightest kids in the group but on the verge of permanent exclusion, is currently suspended from school and point blank refuses to get back on the bus when asked to. 

William lays down the rules, ‘No matter how sassy you think you are, no matter how clever you think you are, I’ve met it and dealt with it elsewhere… ‘. Dale challenges William’s authority a further two times, and in less than an hour of being at camp is forced to face the consequences of his behaviour. He must leave the camp and, despite the bravado, he is gutted. 

Phil is reunited with the kids to teach them English and continues to use his controversial methods - singing songs like ‘a noun’s a dull and boring, crappy, useless load of shit, unless you put an adjective in front of it’ which most of the kids enjoy. Phil’s lessons are complemented by outdoor activities to challenge the kids’ confidence in other areas, such as climbing a 40-metre high tree to a long zip wire. Many of the kids are absolutely terrified. 

William is on hand to support Phil and discipline the kids when needed.  He is keen not to be a one dimensional figure in their lives and introduces the idea of responsibility to the kids, getting them to become involved in decision-making by way of an advisory committee. However, the project is thrown into chaos and all classes are cancelled. The restricted bar, protected by a laser beam security system, has been broken into and Ben is sick having downed half a bottle of Jack Daniels. William has to deal with the fall-out and work out who was involved in the incident. The centre is threatening to call in the police and William has no choice but to send home Ben and Lealle, who own up to breaking and entering and theft of private property. The study camp is in crisis and is brought to an abrupt end. A new strategy must be thought up for when the kids return next week. It’s time to re-assess the project and see what is and what is not working.

When The Natives Get Restless
Thursday, 22 January 2009
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On the infamous Gordon Estate in Dubbo, the entire community has been given an eviction notice. Within three years, all their homes will be demolished. In this powerful documentary, the community speaks for the first time about the issues they face and about being black in a regional town.
This film is about racism, a housing estate and inequality in a small country town. It is about life, family and overall disadvantage and frustration with not having opportunities because of the colour of your skin.

After a riot on New Years Eve 2006, the media dubbed the Gordon Estate the ‘Redfern of the Bush’ and the housing department announced its order for demolition.

This predominantly Aboriginal community opens their doors for the first time, highlighting what they believe is a redneck racist town, where the colour of your skin determines the quality and equality of your life.

In a community where drugs, welfare and hopelessness are rife, we look at a white town through black eyes.

Interviews with the Dixon, Ebsworth, Shillingsworth, Gibson, Hartnett and Gillon families from the Gordon Estate provide an insight into the personal consequences of the housing department taking their homes away.
