	Everyone knows that FIFOs earn good money.  But mining money can also be a trap.  Bigger wages brings shinier toys and bigger bills and before they know it, they're bound by the 'golden handcuffs'.
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The final episode explores the indulgences and dangers of FIFOs with too much cash. Some are spending, some are saving, and some are misbehaving. We meet copper miner Nick Dametto who has had the golden handcuffs for years. He's tried to live without mining, but the money has kept him coming back for more. Now he can never go back to a 9 to 5 job as he has too many toys to pay for.
Mark Lynch is the straight talking iron ore miner from Perth. He's gone from owning 4 plastic chairs to 4 Harleys, and is only too aware of the pitfalls and prizes that mining can bring.
For the Indigenous community, mining money is dividing opinion. Despite a chequered and controversial history with the mining industry, some argue it is better to sleep with the enemy than miss out on the spoils of the mining boom. Others feel that it's still an industry that's denying equal opportunities.
So what exactly does the future hold for Australia's mining industry? With huge investment in gas, Australia has a new resource up its sleeve, which is good news for FIFOs. But in the battleground of global competition, mining companies are also looking for ways to keep costs down and production up, which means that with the advent of automated trucks and rail, FIFO jobs are in jeopardy.  But in the meantime the money trap is set to snare many more FIFOs for some years yet...

	Julia heads to the north of England for a day trip with famous Geordie man, Ross Noble, one of the UK's most popular stand-ups and a firm favourite with Aussie audiences too.
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Ross hops behind the wheel of a Morris Marina wagon, collects our host by the Tyne Bridge and takes her to his home town of Cramlington.  His family home has had major renos and Ross is surprised that it no longer feels like home.  But the back yard is different as he remembers days spent playing with explosives, practicing juggling and working on his circus skills.
At the site of his old primary school, Ross describes the frustration of being a dyslexic student who had a lot to say but didn't know how to write it all down in a way that made sense.
He takes her to his old high school, now Cramlington Learning Village, where his dislike of the place is tangible. He never fitted in. He was an eccentric, maverick kid who had a few friends but was mostly known for being the 'dickhead on the unicycle'.  Ross opens up about the desperation he used to feel sitting in claustrophobic rooms under fluoro lights.
Ross describes seeing his first stand-up show in Newcastle and knowing in an instant that this was the thing he could excel at.  It was his escape. He first performed at the age of 15 to an ecstatic crowd and has never looked back. Sitting in his old history room, he reflects on how significant the day has been for him.

Centenary of ANZAC: Albany Commemoration
A three hour live broadcast from Albany, Western Australia, from where 100 years ago to the day, the first Australian and New Zealand troops left to fight in WW1. It was the largest armada ever assembled in Australia.

On November 1st 1914, 36 ships carrying troops from across Australia and New Zealand left Prince George Sound escorted by the Australian cruisers Sydney and Melbourne and the British cruiser Minotaur. Albany became the last place in Australia they saw before crossing the Indian Ocean. These troops went to Gallipoli and onto the Western Front and are the original ANZACs. Many did not return...
