Series Return
	150 years ago when the nation was still forming its identity, Australia gained a small but vital Muslim population when camels were proposed as the best way to explore and service the outback. In 1866, the first large shipment of camels arrived in Port Augusta accompanied by 31 camel handlers. This was the beginning of a great adventure for these men and those that followed them. Their lives were full of hardship, unpredictability, segregation and alienation. Despite this some stayed and went on to marry and have families.
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The cameleers contributed greatly to the building of this nation; in outback exploration, in construction and carting goods across the dry interior. Several well known cameleers also made their mark on Australian history; Bejah Dervish the great explorer, Noore Mahomet who was shot dead by a white teamster while washing in a waterhole and Jack Akbar who fell in love with and married Lallie an Aboriginal girl.
Most traces of these cameleers have vanished today. Only in the memories of their descendants and in local histories of outback towns has their heritage remained. Here mosques still stand in some of the places where they lived, and artefacts are proudly displayed in descendants’ houses or hidden away as treasured keepsakes. 
By Compass And Quran retraces the steps of the early Afghan cameleers and explores the extraordinary lives of some of these men and how their legacy lives on. The story is told by historians and descendants - evoking what life was like for a cameleer; their determination, the importance of their faith, their relationship with Europeans and Aborigines and the discrimination and injustice they experienced under the White Australia Policy.

	It's summer in North Queensland - the time when the tropics heave with energy and runoff from rainforests pumps nutrients into this supercharged marine ecosystem. Large predators such as sailfish come in from all over the Pacific to feed in the waters. The attack then comes from the sky, where a flock of hungry seabirds wait for their opportunity to strike.
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The Bureau of Meteorology has just released some alarming news - a tropical storm has been upgraded to a category 5 cyclone. Residents are preparing for the worst, and so too are the creatures of the rainforest and the sea sensing the drop in barometric pressure, sharks head to deep water. Cyclones have always been part of life here. But with the frequency of destructive storms increasing and new unnatural forces at work, the reef is under pressure to recover. 
Up and down the coast the difficult balance of commerce and conservation plays out. The nation's mining boom has resulted in port expansion and ever-increasing shipping traffic. 4500 ships already transit through the marine park each year and these numbers are set to double over the next two decades. Competing forces of the economic and the ecological mean there's constant tension for managers of this World Heritage area. While coastal development looms large and industry threatens the preservation of wilderness, a global movement to save the reef has put pressure on government to protect the fragile ecosystem as it comes increasingly under threat.
Given its scale, it's easy to think of the Great Barrier Reef as an entity unto itself and big enough to be independent of the forces that surround it. But it is this complex, interdependent web of life that defines life on the reef. And our part, what we choose to value and protect, is critical to its very existence.
