	On the barren, windswept Greek Island of Lemnos - close enough to Gallipoli to hear the pounding artillery - Matron Grace Wilson (Caroline Craig) and her nurses arrive to no supplies and no hospital. To make matters worse, the conditions on Lemnos are barely fit for living, let alone nursing. Their Commanding Officer, Colonel Thomas Fiaschi (John Waters), is unsympathetic. In Egypt, with Harry (Dustin Clare) away at the Peninsula, Xavier (Charles Mayer) continues his 'slow and steady' mission to woo Alice (Georgia Flood) while Elise (Laura Brent) receives the shocking news that Syd (Todd Lasance) has been badly wounded at Lone Pine. Elise must overcome British red tape before she can tend to Syd's life-threatening head wound.
