Fleming is in neutral Lisbon where the British mingle with Nazis. France is about to fall to the advancing Axis forces and the French Fleet is at risk of falling into Nazi hands. 

Godfrey warns the more he’s trusted with vital information, the more he’s a risk being captured in the field. In London the possibility of invasion is giving the capital an ‘end of days’ feel. 

With only days left Fleming pitches to Godfrey that he go to France and destroy the secret files and papers before the Germans arrive. Fleming touches down and promptly finds himself in a France gripped by panic. But his ingenuity saves the lives of hundreds, but on his return to London he discovers there was one life he couldn't save. 

Back in the Admiralty, Godfrey concedes that if they’re going to win the war it will be through intelligence.
