Fresh from winning the Academy Award for short animated film, The Lost Thing is a 15 minute animated movie, based on the highly acclaimed picture book by multi‑award winning Australian author Shaun Tan. 

The son of a Malaysian‑Chinese father and an Anglo‑Irish mother, Tan, 37, came to filmmaking after a career as an award‑winning author and illustrator.

The Lost Thing, originally the story of a lost pet, was written by Tan in 1999 "on the kitchen table of a share house." He says the deadpan lead character is partially based on himself as a teenager.

In the film a boy discovers a bizarre‑looking but endearing creature while out collecting bottle‑tops at a beach. Realising it is lost, he tries to find out who owns it or where it belongs, a problem that is met with indifference from everyone else, who barely notice its presence. 

Each is unhelpful in their own way; strangers, friends, parents are all unwilling to entertain this uninvited interruption to day‑to‑day life. They are all 'too busy doing other stuff'. For reasons he does not explain, the boy empathises with the creature, and sets out to find a place for it.

Inventions featured on the program: 

SWING GATE ‑ by inventor Edward Evans from NSW

The beef cattle industry in Australia is big‑ last year we exported around 50.3 million kilograms of beef, worth around $5 billion. But every day thousands of farmers are exposed to the risk of serious injury. When cattle are confined in yards they can behave unpredictably, and the result for the worker is always scary, usually serious, and sometimes tragic. Inventor and farmer Edward Evans knows this risk first hand‑ a few years back he was hit by a cattle gate resulting in a badly broken leg. After another farmer in his local area was killed in a similar accident he decided to invent a solution.

The Swing Gate has been designed to minimise the risk of injury when cattle charge a gate within the confined space of a cattle yard. The Swing Gate is a cattle gate with a hinge that allows a struck gate to bend, preventing operators from being struck by the full force of the impact.

HANDY HANG ‑ by inventor Annalise Christoforatos from NSW

Most of us know the frustration of trying to manoeuvre a shopping trolley around a supermarket. But while trolleys may be notoriously hard to control, they're very good at holding your groceries. But where do you put your groceries if you're in a wheelchair and pushing a trolley is not an option?

The Handy Hang is a shopping bag that attaches to the front of a standard wheelchair to provide a convenient and accessible place to put your groceries. After seeing a lady in a wheelchair struggling to push a trolley ahead of her, 18‑year‑old Annalise Christoforatos decided to tackle this problem for her HSC Design and Technology project. The invention is detachable and folds for easy transportation, and is then assembled and attached when you get to the shop.

ROCKSOLVER – by inventor Malcolm Lambert from NSW

Inventor Malcolm Lambert worked as an atmospheric physicist in Antarctica before deciding to build his own house, partly out of unprocessed rock. He quickly discovered the difficulty of building with irregular unprocessed rock, so he applied his expertise in computer software to find a solution.

Rocksolver is a software program that scans the shape of irregular rocks and then provides the builder with a plan of how best to fit the rocks together.

Fin Forensics

In recent years there has been growing concern over the conservation status of sharks. They grow slowly, are late to mature and produce very few young. But there's strong demand and high prices for shark products. There's a living to be made catching sharks for their fins alone and the suffering animal is often returned to the deep to suffocate on the seafloor. Ruben Meerman reports on the forensic science that is bringing some fishermen to justice. 

Low GI Diet

Is it possible that a mother's diet during pregnancy can affect her child for the rest of its life? Scientists are now proposing that it's not just our genes that shape us. What we're fed in our mother's womb can also have a profound impact on how we grow up. Gestational diabetes and fat babies can lead to obesity in adulthood and type 2 diabetes. Maryanne Demasi meets Professor Jennie Brand‑Miller, to examine the importance of a Low GI diet during pregnancy.

Mean Girls

A study of pre‑school children suggests that girls are no less competitive than boys ‑ they simply employ more subtle tactics. While boys use head‑on aggression to get what they want, girls rely on the pain of social exclusion. Ostracism is employed by pre‑schoolers and teenagers alike and as Jonica Newby finds out, in older girls at least, the behaviour can be devastating. 

Boys Toys

Boys like trucks and girls like dolls right? But is it nature or nurture? Well, the jury may still be out, but there's evidence that exposure to testosterone in utero has a bearing on boys' preference for vehicles with big fat tyres. Females growing in the womb however, respond to testosterone very differently.

Discovering Other Earths

Astronomers have discovered a lot of planets orbiting other suns recently, but as yet none with the habitable nature of Earth. But we're about to discover a whole host of far more interesting places that could support life. Graham Phillips explores the source of these expected discoveries ‑ the Kepler Space Telescope.
