The Tunnel

One of the most anticipated and unique Australian horror films The Tunnel premieres on ABC's iview from Sunday, August 14 for a month-long season. 

The screening is part of a programming strategy to make iview a destination for web‑created content and follows the huge success of Spike Jonze's Vice Guide to Film, which, after initially screening on iview was picked up by ABC2.

The Tunnel's producers Enzo Tedeschi and Julian Harvey, frustrated by what they saw as the movie industry's short‑sighted and conventional outlook towards the online community and internet piracy, created a unique and revolutionary way to finance and distribute their first feature film.

The Tunnel was financed by an innovative plan to raise the budget of $135,000 by selling a frame of the movie for $1 each to the audience and then releasing it simultaneously via the BitTorrent online network, cinema and DVD.

The movie, starring Bel Delia and Andy Rodoreda is set in and amongst Sydney's underground tunnels. It follows a news crew's journey into the dark labyrinths hunting for a story, until they become the hunted.

In 2007 the New South Wales government suddenly scrapped a plan to utilise the water in the disused underground train tunnels beneath Sydney CBD.

In 2008, chasing rumours of a government cover‑up and urban legends surrounding the sudden back flip, investigative journalist Natasha Warner led a crew of four into the underground labyrinth.

This is the film of their harrowing ordeal. With unprecedented access to the recently declassified footage they shot in the claustrophobic subway tunnels, as well as a series of candid interviews with the survivors, we come face to face with the terrifying truth.

Getting on the housing ladder is challenging enough for anyone in today's belt‑tightening times. But when 30‑year‑old interior designer Kathryn Tyler wants her first home, she uses her skills to give her the leg up the ladder she needs by designing one herself.

But with someone so young and inexperienced, surely it can't be all plain sailing for Kathryn.

Japan Tsunami: How It Happened

On Friday 11th March 2011, an earthquake measuring 9.0 on the Richter scale triggered a tsunami that devastated parts of coastal Japan.

Japan Tsunami: How It Happened investigates the science behind the earthquake and tsunami. The program follows Professor of Geological Sciences Roger Bilham - who arrived in Japan days after the earthquake struck - as he sets off to view the devastation from the air.

The earthquake moved Japan twelve feet closer to the United States. The earth was knocked off its axis and the rate of the earth's rotation was changed. This was one of the biggest earthquakes ever measured, the ground along the east side of Japan dropped by almost ten feet, making the tsunami catastrophic. 

The documentary also follows renowned journalist Callum Macrae as he travels to the north, where the towns of Sendai and Ofunato used to be bustling fishing villages. Here he views the destruction first hand and meets the locals struggling to cope in the aftermath.

Japan lies on the Pacific Ring of Fire where the Pacific Ocean plates meet the land. The ocean floor dives beneath the volcanic chain of islands that make up Japan. And when the tension builds up between the two plates the energy is released as a massive earthquake.

Through science and analysis, understand why this happened where it did, and why it was so devastating. Hear from the scientists at the Pacific Tsunami Warning Centre in Hawaii who tracked the deadly wave as it raced across the Pacific, and scientists at the Tsunami research facility in Oregon who study the dynamics of earthquake-generated tsunamis.

As Japan lives with the consequences of this terrible force of nature, the film reveals how it has changed the country forever.
