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Compelled to save ten endangered Sumatran elephants from certain death in a government-run camp, Australian conservationist Nigel Mason risks everything to transport them over 3,500 kilometres to his Elephant Safari Park in the hills of Bali.
Plagued by personal hardship, conflict and terrorism, Nigel intends to transport the troubled elephants over 3,500 kilometres, crossing three Indonesian islands to the safe haven of his very own Elephant Safari Park in the hills of Bali. Situated in the small village of Taro, the park is a fitting testament to Nigel's passion and determination to turn what was once burnt out rice paddies into an elephant paradise.

Leading Nigel's team is his park manager Dedi Ramlan, a young Acehnese man still tormented by childhood memories of his father who, along with other angry farmers, slaughtered many elephants in order to protect the land they lived off. Since then Dedi has devoted much of his adult life to taking care of the elephants, a passion he regards as payback for the atrocities his father committed. 

Set against the backdrop of Indonesia’s ongoing struggle with terrorism, Operation Jumbo will reveal the disturbing situation in Sumatra through the eyes of two men, both from very different backgrounds, brought together by one cause.

Lilies: The Serpent

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Written by acclaimed screenwriter Heidi Thomas (I Capture The Castle, Madam Bovary), Lilies is an original eight-part BBC drama series premiering on ABC1. This gem of a series is gritty, real and engaging as we are absorbed into the lives of a depression-era family in Liverpool.
In this episode, The Serpent, Billy accidentally brings home an exotic snake from a trip at sea and the house is thrown into turmoil. But the serpent attracts the interest of a local young woman who teaches an evening class about exotic animals. She asks Dadda to come and show the snake to her class, and before long Dadda has fallen in love with her, revealing a much softer side to his character.

But it is a rocky road to love for poor Dadda. His daughters are incensed that he is betraying their mother’s memory and Dadda, infatuated with his new love and determined to move on, engages in a séance with his new girlfriend’s mother to seek guidance from his dead wife. Does she want him to break it off with the young teacher, or does their relationship have her blessing? A sign from the other side seems to suggest that his dead wife is also angry about the love affair, and he breaks it off.

But the rest of the family have their own secrets to hide, too. Iris, frustrated by her role as surrogate housewife to her father, is determined to become a nun; Ruby is going out with the butcher, Joseph (a foreigner and a socialist of whom Dadda would never approve); and May, desperate to find solace in the absence of Mr Brazendale, agrees to go out with lovelorn postman Frank.

Everything comes to a violent head when May finally reveals to Dadda that she is expecting a baby, but her sisters rally round and try to protect May from their father’s rage.

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Sharpen your pencils and lick your biros for a television series like no other!
Hosted by H.G. Nelson (Greig Pickhaver), Bush Slam puts poets and poetry in motion across Australia to discover the true spirit of the country.

H.G. is at the wheel of the Bush Slam bus and each week he is taking two very different artists to explore a rural community and meet its people. The two poets are given just three days to capture the heart of the town in verse – and then the tricky bit, to perform their work before the locals in a live head-to-head poetry slam for a thumbs-up or a thumbs-down! 

This week, Bush Slam goes to Cowra in mid-western New South Wales. H.G. guides Melbourne hip hop artist, Joel Ma, and Hunter Valley bush poet, Carol Heuchan, who are going to tackle the present day issues and the unique history that surround this agricultural region.

The big story in Cowra is the Japanese breakout that took place in 1944 during World War II. At the site of the old POW camp, Joel tries to imagine what it would be like to be on the run as an escapee in the vast Australian countryside.

Carol meanwhile, is deeply moved by what she finds at the Japanese War Cemetery, the only one outside of Japan. Returned Australian servicemen had to reconcile their strong feelings to care for the Japanese graves, but it is the mothers of the soldiers lying here in a foreign land that captivate Carol.

In the beautiful setting of the Cowra Japanese Gardens, two poems are performed that tackle hefty emotional and social subjects.

The Queen's Coronation: Behind Palace Doors

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The unholy row behind one of the holiest of ceremonies, the coronation of Queen Elizabeth II, in 1953, threatened to cause a schism between Prince Philip and his wife. It was a war of wits between fuddy duddy traditionalism and bold modernism.
The tensions behind the scenes in the lead-up to the event were building to breaking point as the palace traditionalists would not bend to the ideas Prince Philip had to make the monarchy more relevant to the public.

He was at odds with the Queen’s mother who was uncomfortable with her daughter’s sudden rise to power on the untimely death of King George VI. The old Queen did not want to change the archaic world in which the monarchy was stuck.

Even the choice of surname for the royal children was a battle that Prince Philip, the able and commanding naval officer, could not win.

Dramatised excerpts and leading historians paint a startling picture of royalty at the crossroads and a decision the young Queen made that she came to rue in decades to come.

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Three Australian sisters, all vibrant young women, consider having their perfectly healthy breasts removed in the hope of saving their lives. Follow their personal journey and life-altering decisions in Pieces Of Me.
The Neave sisters have all tested positive for BRCA2, the genetic malfunction and inherited gene disorder that means they are at a significantly higher than normal risk of developing breast and/or ovarian cancer before they turn 50.

They are all now going through the pain and heartache of having to make a decision to remove their breasts now whilst they are young and healthy and have no symptoms of cancer, or wait until cancer sets in. Choosing to have both their breasts removed could circumvent what is a family history of women dying young of breast cancer, a frightening reality.

The eldest sister Christine, has chosen to have a full prophylactic mastectomy to remove her healthy breasts. The other sisters, Elisa and Veronica, are struggling with the difficult decision-making process. Will removing their breasts now reduce their risk of developing cancer at a later date?

Pieces Of Me provides a human face to the accelerating scientific advancements in genetic identification. The science of genetics is expanding faster than cures or treatments, so what do people do when diagnosed with a faulty gene, knowing that a cure is still far behind?

Stretching across parts of the American states of Wyoming, Montana and Idaho is one of the greatest expanses of unspoiled nature and wildlife anywhere on Earth: Yellowstone National Park.
Designated the United States’ first national park in 1872, today Yellowstone receives almost three million visitors each year. And yet, only a very small fraction of those who glimpse the park’s stunning vistas, geological wonders and animal residents do so during the winter months - a time when Yellowstone’s inhospitality is matched only by its serenity.

Following in the snowy footprints of Yellowstone’s red foxes, spying on the predatory play of wolves and elk, and climbing into the den of a grizzly bear that gives birth to two cubs while deep in hibernation, Winter In Yellowstone offers us unprecedented access to an enchanting natural world.

In addition to mesmerising high definition footage of landscapes and wildlife, Winter In Yellowstone trails author and photographer Tom Murphy, who spends part of each winter camping and photographing amid the silence and solitude deep within the park.

Tom Murphy has been visiting Yellowstone for the past 26 winters. He wades through hip-deep snow drifts to reach the perfect spot for morning photographs and, emptying his heavy pack, reveals the supplies and gear that are necessary to survive winter in Yellowstone.  

“The reason I do this is it’s an opportunity to see this country at its wildest and most beautiful, when the cold keeps most people away,” says Murphy. “It’s my church, my cathedral. You get a sense of what happens when life is left alone.”

The National Parks: America's Best Idea: The Empire Of Grandeur
Friday, 1 January 2010
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In John Muir’s absence, a new leader steps forward on behalf of America’s remaining pristine places. A new federal agency is created to protect the parks and new parks are created in Hawaii and northern Montana.
In the early 20th century, America had a dozen national parks, but they were a haphazard patchwork of special places under the supervision of different federal agencies. The conservation movement, after failing to stop the Hetch Hetchy dam, pushed the government to establish one unified agency to oversee all the parks, leading to the establishment of the National Park Service in 1916.

The first director, Stephen Mather, a wealthy businessman and passionate park advocate, launched an energetic campaign to expand the national park system that brought more visitors to them. 

The volcanoes of Hawaii were protected as parks, and at Glacier National Park in Montana, Native Americans were used as tourist attractions in their sacred homeland.
