	What do you do with a heritage listed church, where the heritage requirements dictate that nothing of the new structure can touch the walls of the heritage listed building? 
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Undeterred, Mark Carnegie employed architect Simon Swaney and they used these limitations to drive the design and convert a church into a modern home for him and his daughters.
A new structure was designed for inside the church - an inner house. This is freestanding, lightweight, and designed for off-site fabrication, and eventual disassembly.
This 'house' is erected on a platform built over the raking floor of the church with a pair of two storey cubes flanking the central space. These cubes contain sleeping accommodation and ancillary facilities whilst the central space provides living and dining areas. It allows the church's dimensions to be experienced while still providing wonderful liveable spaces.
Three rows of pews have been retained to permit occasional public performances on the renowned church organ.
The walls of the new building emit a soft glow at night. The floor of the space is heated and an ethanol fire provides glowing warmth avoiding penetrations through the roof.
This is a contemporary installation designed around the formality and symmetry of the original space. The project was completed in 14 weeks and restoration work to the original fabric continues.

	Every day we rely on midwives to bring our children safely into the world. But midwives are facing the biggest baby boom in 40 years and hospitals are under pressure like never before. Told from the midwives' perspective, this heart-warming six-part documentary looks at the challenges they face.
Episode three follows the midwives on the maternity ward of Wirral Wirral Women and Children's hospital, near Liverpool.
They look after mothers who can't or won't be at home in the days immediately after their baby is born. The occupants of each of the 26 single en-suite rooms on the ward present the midwives with a different problem. They see a mix of antenatal and postnatal patients. This means medically high risk mums waiting to have their baby may be staying in the room next door to anxious first time parents.
As the midwives are stretched by the complex needs of parents and a busy ward, the film shows four new mums becoming parents in very different circumstances. Staying on the ward is a waiting game for some pregnant mums. Claire has been brought into hospital due to health complications and is hoping not to have her baby ten weeks prematurely. Others, like first-time mum Holly, are sick of being pregnant and desperate for the baby to be induced. On the same ward are new mums shell-shocked by the double trauma of a difficult labour and a new baby, and a fifth-time mum looking for relative peace and quiet as she gets to know her baby.

Then, from surf to turf, the reporters get a taste of horticulture of the future. In a huge greenhouse on the edge of the desert in South Australia the barren land is coming alive. Here Sundrop Farms is growing tonnes of fresh produce using saltwater and solar energy to heat, cool, power and irrigate. This is technology that could help address the world's water crisis and revolutionise farming.

To finish off this fourth leg of Catalyst on the Road, our reporters join the excavation of a Diprotodon skeleton at a remote merino stud where palaeontologist Rod Wells and the local community are working to uncover the mystery of what happened to Australia's megafauna.
