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British comedian Paul Merton may not be a seasoned traveller, but his wit is sharp and he’s ready for a six-week adventure across China.
But even Paul could not anticipate that the first major challenge of his tour would be a ‘simple’ taxi ride from Beijing airport to his hotel. Challenge two arises at the night food market where Paul is presented with a kebab of deep fried scorpions and visits a ‘specialty’ restaurant with a menu showcasing male genitalia of snake, sheep and donkey.

At Tiananmen Square he hooks up with Emma, his Chinese translator and encounters some Chinese rappers whose seemingly edgy hip hop lyrics turn out to be a celebration of Chinese home cooking.

He meets Mr Wu, a peasant capable of building robots from other people’s scrap - much to the chagrin of long suffering Mrs Wu, who dies of embarrassment when forced to make the weekly trip to market in a rickshaw pulled by a life-size robot.

Amongst the historic hutongs which were mercilessly torn down and rebuilt in preparation for the 2008 Olympics, Paul meets an American who is teaching English to local elders and experiencing traditional Beijing life. In an unexpected turn of events Paul ends the day by making his karaoke debut at a grand imitation French Chateau.

Paul then travels south to the Henan province which is regarded as the last bastion of Communism. A zealous party official tour group do not take kindly to the presence of a British comedian in a Panama hat... will a major diplomatic incident occur?

Badgers: Secrets Of The Sett
Sunday, 10 January 2010
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Loved by some, hated by others, the badger is a poignant symbol of the British countryside. This film goes underground and bugs their home for one year, revealing a family life full of surprises.
The beautiful countryside of the south west of England is home to thousands of badgers, more than anywhere else in the world. Yet remarkably few people have ever seen one alive.

So how does the badger maintain its secret life, why does it feature so heavily in popular stories, and what makes its character stir the emotions in so many people?

One particular family of badgers has lived in these woods for generations. This film follows this special family throughout the year, from the birth of their tiny cubs deep underground, to their spring emergence, discovery of summer scenery and encounters with people and wild neighbours.

But life is not all fun and games for Britain’s biggest predator. They’ve been persecuted for centuries - gamekeepers believe they are a threat, farmers think they are habitual killers of lambs and poultry, and as for the spread of bovine TB, the jury is still out.

The truth is that dairy farmers apart, badgers should be seen more as an ally than an enemy. They kill rabbits and rodents and consume vast quantities of insect pests. Set against the idyll of country life on a working farm this film uncovers the dark and light side of the badger as never seen before.

What is revealed is a surprising, entertaining and moving account of one of Britain’s oldest, most respected and endlessly watchable wild inhabitants.

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Set in the Australian outback in the 1880s, and featuring a star-studded cast, this movie follows the series of events after the horrific rape and murder of the Hopkins family, allegedly committed by the infamous Burns brothers gang.
Law officer Capt. Morris Stanley (Ray Winstone) has two of the four Burns brothers, Charlie (Guy Pearce) and Mikey (Richard Wilson) in custody, while Arthur Burns (Danny Huston), the eldest brother and the gang's mastermind, remains at large has and has retreated to a mountain hideout.

Stanley makes a deal with Charlie - that he will pardon him - and more importantly - save his beloved younger brother Mikey from the gallows if he hunts down and kills Arthur within nine days.

As Charlie sets off to find his brother, Stanley’s boss Eden Fletcher (David Wenham) learns of the deal they made and orders that Mikey be given 100 lashes. Stanley is aghast as he believes Mikey is innocent and that the flogging will surely kill him, and it will also put in jeopardy his deal with Charlie.

Meanwhile, Charlie encounters a bounty hunter, Jellon Lamb (John Hurt), who is in pursuit of the Burns brothers, and leaves him unconscious, but is then set upon himself by a group of Aboriginals. Speared in the shoulder and facing death Charlie hears a shot ring out and wakes up in his brother’s hideout.

Unwilling to kill his brother, Charlie decides they have to break Mikey out of prison. They set off for town along with Author’s psychopathic sidekick Samuel (Tom Budge), only to learn that Mikey is already dead. As Arthur and Samuel go on a murderous spree Charlie is forced to choose between his family and his conscience.

HG Wells: War With The World

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HG Wells: War With The World is a 90 minute drama telling the extraordinary true story of HG Wells, the prophetic writer and father of modern science fiction, with award-winning actor Michael Sheen in the role of HG Wells.
The film tells the story of Wells’ transformation from self-confident womaniser, socialist radical and young literary prophet to burdened missionary, dedicated to creating a World State that will avert mankinds’ headlong course towards imminent annihilation.

Taking a bold and innovative approach to dramatising the story of the author’s life, the film uses HG Wells’ own words. He wrote his four best-known works, The Time Machine, The War of the Worlds, The Invisible Man and The Island of Dr Moreau in the space of just four years from the age of 29. His fame only increased with the eerily prophetic non-fiction writing which followed. Wells predicted the invention of tanks, nuclear war, biological warfare, television and the internet. Wells’ celebrity status enabled his pursuit of free love, winning him lovers like novelist Rebecca West and the enigmatic Russian Moura Budberg. It also gave him unprecedented access to world leaders like Roosevelt and Stalin.

Bush Slam: Corryong
Tuesday, 12 January 2010
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H.G. Nelson finds himself in the saddle as Bush Slam arrives in the Murray River high country in northern Victoria. Poets Emily Ballou and Ezra Bix are challenged to capture the spirit of the area that inspired Australia’s greatest poem - Banjo Patterson’s The Man From Snowy River.
To understand just how important poetry is to the place, H.G. first takes Ezra to meet the ‘poet in the post office’, Betty Walton. It becomes obvious that the slammers are going to have to be on their game to measure up to the Snowy’s bush ballad standards; rhyme is not only enjoyed, it’s expected.

Meanwhile, Emily goes to witness a cattle muster performed on horseback, which is becoming rarer as modern methods, such as motorbikes, encroach on the territory of the true bushman. Emily finds more to base her poetry on in the landscape - deep gullies, bleached bones, sloughed snake skins and sparkling rivers. Her experience is made more difficult by the fact that she has flown straight from Scotland and is battling jet lag and insomnia.

Ezra sets out to discover the truth behind the legend of The Man From Snowy River by visiting the grave of Jack Riley, widely touted to be ‘The Man’ himself. Although taken by the facts behind the legend, it’s Victoria’s bushfires that consume Ezra and he goes to meet the local Country Fire Service.

After three days in the Snowy’s the head-to-head Bush Slam at the pub showcases two very different styles of poetry to the delight of the gathered crowd.

Travels With A Tangerine: Wanderlust
Tuesday, 12 January 2010

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The very British Tim Mackintosh-Smith, an Oxford University classicist who has called the Middle East his home for 25 years, takes us on a unique 75,000 mile journey through 40 countries in the 700 year old footsteps of medieval explorer Ibn Battutah.
This is the story of one of the greatest journeys of all time. In 1325, shortly after the end of the Crusades, a young Moroccan Muslim called Ibn Battutah set out on a pilgrimage to Mecca. It was to become an odyssey from one end of the known world to the other. In all, he travelled 75,000 miles - more than three times the distance Marco Polo covered.

Along the way, he was to meet magicians, dervishes, holy men, fire-eaters, and other travellers from across three continents. He was by turns scholar, businessman, mystic, warrior; he was imprisoned by mad sultans, was married ten times and had countless concubines. When he got home after 29 years on the road, he wrote it all down. 

Today, the world is a very different place, and Tim explores the lives of 21st century Muslims around the world, and how their world intersects with the medieval legacy from Battutah’s time.

Battutah initially set-off from Tangiers, in modern-day Morocco to take the Hajj to Mecca. Little did he realise that this would kick start a 30-year journey across the world, taking in shipwrecks, black death, slavery, coups, pirates…

Tim Mackintosh-Smith has a personal connection with Ibn Battutah, editing a modern edition of his travels, and writing his own book, Travels With a Tangerine. 

And in case you were wondering, the Tangerine is Battutah himself. Battutah was born in Tangiers, and residents of Tangiers are known as Tangerines. Battutah is the inspiration and guide for all of Tim’s travels. But where will the Tangerine take us?

Superspy: The Man Who Betrayed The West
Tuesday, 12 January 2010
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This is the inside story of the hunt to trap the most damaging spy of all time. Based on witness testimony and official case records that remained secret until now, it’s about betrayal from within, by a traitor believed to be a friend.
In the heart of Washington DC there’s a spy among the very people charged with protecting the nation - the FBI. The traitor must be uncovered before he betrays more precious secrets. How can the traitor be netted and can the shocking claims be probed without alerting a man who knows every trick of the spying trade?

The treachery of turncoat FBI boss Robert Hanssen led to the torture and death of several agents and cost the United States billions of dollars. The most sensitive spy-on-spy mission ever mounted was handed to 27-year-old rookie Eric O’Neill who, with only four years experience at the FBI, had to draw out the 25-year veteran spymaster and catch him off guard.

Using O’Neill’s testimony and a stylishly crafted reconstruction, the operation which had been underway for nearly two decades, reached a nerve-wracking climax when ‘Graysuit’ was arrested at a ‘dead drop’ in a park near his home.

The details of Hanssen’s double life were extraordinary. The father of six who was a God-fearing guardian of state security on the outside was revealed as a man who posted bizarre sex fantasies on the internet and rigged a secret bedroom camera so his voyeur friend could watch Hanssen having sex with his school-teacher wife.

There was no manual for a mission like this. In the secret world of counter-intelligence it was a nightmare scenario. The spy catchers had a spy in their midst. Now Robert Hanssen is serving life in prison – in solitary confinement.

Natural Mysteries: The Revengeful Elephant

Final
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The psychological effects of war are no longer just a human condition. Africa is cultivating gangs of juvenile delinquents, wreaking havoc in the wild.
African elephants are becoming edgy. Thirty years of poaching and conservation management is beginning to backfire, resulting in ‘abnormal’ violent behaviour.

In Kenya, elephants are targeting and killing Masai tribes’ cattle. In South Africa 58 rhinos are killed in a single park over a period of two years. In Western Uganda a village is being subjected to indiscriminate and violent attacks by local elephants, where previously they had roamed peacefully. What is provoking Africa’s gentle giant to these violent outbursts?

A group of scientists helps to solve this unusual psychological mystery. As they go over individual elephant ‘case histories’, a picture builds. Here is an animal with extraordinary parallels to us; the same lifespan, childhood development, and a capacity to grieve their dead. If we accept that elephants are emotional, could they also have emotional problems?

Armed with an understanding of their natural family history, we look at the way we have managed elephants in the last 30 years, often wiping out entire old age structures. Has our meddling caused this violent behaviour?

Top elephant researchers, Joyce Poole and Soila Sayialel, explain how, after years of detailed research in Amboseli, they have taken over 20 years to come to the extraordinary conclusion that elephants are capable of premeditated ‘revenge’.
