	Prince Harry joins four British soldiers wounded in the conflict in Afghanistan on an ambitious 160 mile (260 km) charity trek to the North Pole.
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Afghanistan veterans Captain Martin Hewitt, Captain Guy Disney, Sergeant Steve Young and Private Jaco Van Gass have all suffered debilitating injuries, including the loss of limbs, during active service. Now they are attempting the first unsupported trek by wounded soldiers to the North Pole for the charity Walking With The Wounded, to raise money for fellow service men and women returning injured from the front line.
For many months the team have trained intensively in the UK and Norway for the ultimate test of mental and physical stamina. With no back-up vehicles or doctors, they must pull sledges with all the equipment and supplies required for the expedition over some of the toughest terrain in the world. Conditions would test even able-bodied Arctic explorers; for these wounded veterans the challenge is immense.
