The old lifeboat station in Tenby, in Wales, was home to the brave souls of the Royal National Lifeboat Institution (RNLI) for over 100 years. When they moved out, two more brave souls, Irishman Tim O'Donovan and his wife Philomena, saw an opportunity not only to convert it into a unique home but to rescue this historic building for the nation.
Nothing could have prepared Tim and Philomena for the battles they would have to fight to pull this building into shape. Perched precariously on a steel pier high above the sea with no access except across the soft sandy beach, the lifeboat station was and always will be at the mercy of the sea. Any deliveries have to be timed to beat the rapid incoming tides which often get the better of Tim's floundering machinery. Then there's the building itself to contend with - a weather worn, rusting and rotten hulk of a boathouse that was never designed to be lived in.
As Tim wages war on the surly structure, it falls to Philomena to transform the interior from what was once little more than a tin shed into a beautiful contemporary home.

Orchids: My Intersex Adventure

	In Orchids: My Intersex Adventure, documentary filmmaker, Phoebe Hart, comes clean on her journey of self discovery to embrace her future and reconcile the past shame and family secrecy surrounding her intersex condition. Despite her mother's outright refusal to be in the film, Phoebe decides she must push on with her quest to resolve her life story and connect with other intersex people on camera. With the help of her sister Bonnie and support from her husband James, she hits the open road and reflects on her youth.
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Phoebe's happy and carefree childhood came to an abrupt end at puberty when she was told she would never menstruate nor have children. But the reasons why were never discussed and the topic was taboo. 
When Phoebe turned 17, her mother felt she was old enough to understand the true nature of her body and the family secret was finally revealed. Phoebe then faced an orchidectomy, invasive surgery to remove her undescended testes, the emotional scars of which are still raw today.
Phoebe's road trip around Australia exposes her to the stories of other intersex people and holds a mirror to her own experience. She learns valuable lessons in resilience and healing but also sees the pervasive impact her condition has on all her relationships.
Will talking openly with her mother give Phoebe the answers she has been looking for?

	Ben Lee: Catch My Disease examines the life of a unique Australian artist.
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By 1995 16-year-old Ben Lee had written two solo albums of Dylan-inspired Indie folk pop - all while still in high school. He then left Australia to live in New York with actress girlfriend Claire Danes. In 1999, while promoting his third album 'Breathing Tornados,' Ben said he had made the greatest Australian album ever. As he put it: “People went ballistic - it's embarrassing in Australia if you have ambition. It's seen as being a traitor”.
Then, after several years of emotional turmoil including the sudden collapse of his US record label, the death of his father, a fourth album that was met with poor sales and lukewarm reviews, and a starring role in his first feature film, 'The Rage in Placid Lake' with no acting experience, Ben faced a huge crossroads in his life. His music's popularity began to dwindle and he'd broken up with his girlfriend.
Ben dealt with this crisis period by turning to spirituality, travelling to India to study with his Hindu guru Amma. And with the release of his album 'Awake is the New Sleep' in 2005, everything changed for Ben. With four ARIA Awards and a new fan base worldwide, the album would be his most successful yet.
This highly personal documentary follows Ben as he tours tirelessly to maintain an international profile, reflects on the effects of fame during his youth, records his sixth and seventh albums, and finally travels to India to marry the new love of his life, Ione Skye, daughter of English pop sensation Donovan.

The brothers had a 4,500 acre farm teetering near bankruptcy, and worse, they faced a drought of biblical proportions. The pressure brought out the worst. Without their father to guide them, physical fights and bloodshed replaced the brothers' once tight sibling relationships. 
As Shannon's career took off, he was forced to drop his brothers from his band. But in a new twist of chance Adam and Damian have found their own musical voice and have recently been discovered by the business manager of the Wiggles, who is keen to launch them as country music's next big thing.
