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Wah-Wah is a semi-autobiographical 'coming of age at the end of an Age' story, told through the eyes of young Ralph Compton (Nicholas Hoult). Set during the last gasp of the British Empire in Swaziland, South East Africa, in 1969, the plot focuses on the dysfunctional Compton family whose gradual disintegration mirrors the end of British rule.
As an 11 year old, Ralph witnesses his mother, Lauren (Miranda Richardson), committing adultery with his father’s best friend John Traherne. This single event impacts on everything that follows - the painful and public cuckolding of his father Harry Compton (Gabriel Byrne) who not only loses his wife to his best friend, but also his position as Minister of Education with the coming of Independence, prompting his rapid descent into alcoholism.

Abandoned wife Gwen Traherne (Julie Walters) vainly tries to seduce Harry, but he is unable to forget Lauren.

After his parents divorce, Ralph is sent to boarding school. When he returns home at age 14, he discovers that his father has re-married an American ex-air hostess called Ruby (Emily Watson) whom he has known all of six weeks. As round a peg as you could find in this square-holed society, Ruby ridicules the petty snobbery of colonial life by identifying colonial-speak as sounding like a load of old 'Wah-Wah'. Although Ralph is initially wary of Ruby, he bonds with her as his father’s drinking escalates dangerously out of control.

Meanwhile, the community frenziedly prepares an amateur production of 'Camelot' to impress Princess Margaret who is visiting to preside over Independence. Ralph gets cast, falls in love and discovers a way to escape his home life.

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Written by acclaimed screenwriter Heidi Thomas (I Capture The Castle, Madam Bovary), Lilies is an original eight-part BBC drama series premiering on ABC1. This gem of a series is gritty, real and engaging as we are absorbed into the lives of a depression-era family in Liverpool.
In this episode, The Reckoning, Dadda has moved out of the house, disgusted by May’s pregnancy and shamed by the memory of the belting he gave her as punishment. He has renounced the pledge of sobriety he made many years before, and is back on the drink. May’s baby is due, but with Dadda still absent and Mr Brazendale abroad in New York on business, things hit rock bottom for her. She enters a very difficult labour and Dadda is forced to step in to deliver the baby, using his skills as an amateur veterinarian. As soon as the baby is born, however, he rejects his daughter and grandson, insisting the baby is a bastard.

May falls into a deep depression and vanishes with her newborn. After a dramatic search she is found by the river, where she announces that she has made a decision. She can’t raise a child alone on the poverty line and she will give the baby to Mrs Brazendale according to the Brazendale’s original plan. They will be able to give her son all the opportunities and advantages she never could.

May goes to the Brazendale’s stately home to hand the newborn over, but Dadda gets wind of her plan and decides that he will not allow his grandson to be given away. At the last minute he forgives his daughter and accepts her baby. During the exchange Mr Brazendale returns and is torn between his sick wife, his new son and his abandoned lover.  But May, with the support of her family behind her, decides to go it alone and take on sole responsibility for her son. Whatever happens, she knows that her sisters will always be there to support her.

Bush Slam: Stanley

This week Bush Slam, with H.G. Nelson at the helm, drops anchor in the fishing town of Stanley on the northwest coast of Tasmania. H.G.’s guests - blue-collar poet, Geoff Goodfellow, and country musician, James Blundell, step ashore to capture this charming town’s character in verse in just three days.
H.G. and James kick off proceedings with a trip to the top of ‘The Nut’, an old volcano that towers above the town. Meanwhile, Geoff, who has recently recovered from throat cancer, is drawn toward the local fishing industry that has reinvented itself to remain viable. He is inspired by the people who make their living from the sea and takes a trip out to a seal colony on board a tourist charter boat. The big success story in town is the farmed octopus industry and Geoff visits the processing plant and gives an impromptu performance of his poems to the workers. But Geoff is also taken with the weatherboard cottages, stone buildings and tin roofs that dominate the town’s architecture. He remains cagey about his poem right up to the time of performing it to the townsfolk.

James takes a different path and talks to the parents of Patrick Hursey, a young man who was lost in a tragic accident at sea, hoping it may provide the basis of a poetic tribute to their family and the town. But there is also the seductive tale of Juliana’s ghost that inhabits the stately Highfield House. James offers a fascinating insight into the song-writing process and demonstrates how his poem takes on a different hue when put to music.

This picturesque profile of one of Australia’s prettiest towns culminates in a lively ‘Slam’ of the two poems to the enthusiastic crowd at the Stanley pub.

Chadar: The Ice Trail

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Zanskar, hidden away in the heart of the Indian Himalayas, is a small, forgotten realm perched at an altitude of 3,000 metres and hemmed in by mountains that rise over 7,000 metres high.
During the eight-month-long winter, the snowy mountain passes of Zanskar are inaccessible and the Zanskari people are almost cut off from the rest of the world.

The partially frozen river Chadar becomes their only physical link with the outside world.

This film follows the progress of a caravan of Zanskari men as they haul timber to Lingshed over the Chadar route, and chaperone a group of school children along the harrowing, challenging trail to their school in Leh.

This journey is a dangerous trek for both the men and the children. It’s a daunting confrontation with cold, fatigue and thirst, along with fear and dizzying heights. The Zanskari never set foot on the shifting river without extreme caution and prayers, as the ice can easily be stable one day and lethal the next.

Lake Eyre: Australia's Outback Wonder

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A stunning documentary capturing a once-in-a-generation event - the flooding of Lake Eyre, and the dramatic transformation of the dead heart of Australia. 
ABC News mounted two filming expeditions by helicopter to follow the floodwaters from north Queensland down the great outback rivers to Lake Eyre and to record the amazing cycle of life, as the deserts bloomed and birds descended from far and wide to capitalise on the short-lived boom. Seldom has there been such an extensive coverage of one of nature’s greatest displays, with water running between the sand dunes of the Simpson Desert; huge bird breeding events; an astonishing show of wildflowers and the surreal images of Lake Eyre as water streams to the lowest point in the continent. 

It’s a story told through the eyes of one of Australia’s leading environmental scientists, Professor Richard Kingsford and the people who’ve made their lives in the arid Lake Eyre Basin. 

When the lake floods, spirits lift and the celebrations begin: the cattle are rounded up for a rodeo; Brophy’s legendary boxing troupe comes to town; and it’s all capped off by a huge attendance at the most famous bush race meeting of all, the Birdsville Cup.

All too quickly, the water begins to evaporate in Lake Eyre and the harsh desert climate starts to reassert itself. Reporter Paul Lockyer, producer Ben Hawke and camera operator, Erik Havnen, agreed that it was one of the most rewarding assignments they had ever undertaken.

Natural Mysteries: Killer Whale Attack

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Humpbacks, Blue Whales, porpoises and dolphins are common sights in Monterey Bay, California. It is a protected nature reserve and a whale watchers’ paradise, but Disneyland it is not.
Killer Whale Attack revisits a shocking event that made national headlines and raises difficult questions as it attempts to unravel a dark mystery.

Mother’s Day 2004 and boat skipper, Heidi Tiura, shepherds her excited whale watching passengers aboard the boat, The Sanctuary. As they headed out into the bay, how were they to know they would shortly become reluctant witnesses to an unexpected and shocking scene of carnage - a heavyweight battle between 40 tonnes of maternal instinct and a highly organised gang of the world’s deadliest serial killers?

The whale watchers find a huge, 40 tonne Grey Whale and her calf locked in mortal combat with a super aggressive gang of smaller Orca (or Killer) Whales. Mammal fights mammal and the sea is turning into a bloodbath. Nature-loving families look on with horror as a titanic struggle unfolds before them. It was the day the sea turned red. But this was just the start of the killing.

The eyewitnesses are traumatised and as the shock waves from the Mother’s Day massacre continue to reverberate, local and national media pick up the story.

Reports of other attacks follow. While mystified scientists seek answers, many others wondered why this peaceful Californian bay had become a killing field.
An investigation into the gruesome attacks spreads wider to a chilling warning of global significance.

She hides her pain behind jokes for Holly's (Hanna Mangan-Lawrence) benefit. But in reality, Holly is falling apart. After inadvertently incurring the wrath of her new school mates, she slips the urn containing her dad's ashes into her backpack for comfort. 

The next day the ashes fall out at school, and she's derided and ostracised. Vulnerable and fragile, she finds herself fighting off the amorous advances of local footy star Rooster McIver (Richard Davies), until she's rescued by Sean (Tim Phillipps), the sweet undertaker.

British Invasion: Dusty Springfield

While the Beatles sparked the legendary British invasion that forever changed the face of popular music, Dusty Springfield became arguably Britain’s greatest female vocalist.
This new four-part British Invasion series features Dusty Springfield: Once Upon A Time 1964 - 1969; Gerry & The Pacemakers: It’s Gonna Be All Right 1963 - 1965; Herman’s Hermits: Listen People 1964 - 1969 and the Small Faces: All Or Nothing 1965 - 1968.

Each program features archival television performances from the 60s, filmed at the time the songs were hits, and while the artists were at the height of their careers.
Interspersed between the performances, original band members and others who helped create this classic music talk about the songs and recount special moments in the history of their careers.
For the British Invasion series, no effort has been spared in giving one of the greatest periods in rock and roll the care and respect it deserves.

Dusty Springfield made some of the finest recordings of the sixties.
