	Kevin McCloud meets a master craftsman whose dream is to build a castle made entirely of mud.
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Kevin McCabe is the leading living exponent of the ancient art of cob building, wrestling houses out of the mud with his bare hands.  Kevin has almost single-handedly kept alive this traditional way of building in rural Devon.  But now he doesn't just want to build another cob house - he wants to build a cob castle! At almost 10,000 square feet, it'll be double the size of the generous family home he lives in with his wife Rose and their three children. Not only that, Kevin also wants their gigantic new cob house to meet the highest environmental performance targets ever set. It is truly an almighty challenge.
The house will be formed of two vast curved cob roundhouses, the largest of which inspired by the natural geometry of a snail shell, connected by glazing and topped with undulating wildflower meadow roofs to mirror the surrounding Devon countryside. But to build it involves mixing and laying a mind-boggling 2000 tonnes of cob, all during warm, sunny weather so it can dry rock solid. Having given up paid work to build the house, Kevin launches into the project with his two sons, determined to have the main cob walls up in a few months.  But soon the sheer scale of the task becomes clear.  A year later they have only six feet of basement walls built, and soon it gets worse.  With rain the enemy of cob, summer 2012 hits - the wettest on record for a hundred years.  Forced to work late into autumn, they push cob to the very limit of its capacity, until finally the monumental structure emerges from the very mud that it's made from.  By an unbelievable force of will, Kevin has dragged the build to a turning point, but with construction entering its third year, their £350,000 budget is running out, and in order to finish their cob castle, the McCabes must sell their existing cob house.

The Life kids are part of a scientific and social experiment and have been filmed since their first year of life - the public face of a pioneering study of 10,000 Australian children.
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Now nine, Daniel, Joshua, Wyatt, Anastasia, Sophia, Declan, Ben and Shine - wrestle with school, divorce, illness, friends and everything in between as they continue their journey toward adulthood.
