Grand Designs: Isle Of Wight

New Series
Design expert Kevin McCloud returns with a new series of Grand Designs, the series that charts the process of ambitious design and building projects in the UK. Kevin follows the projects from the initial details of architectural drawings and planning, to the long and often arduous task of turning the designs into dream homes.

Architectural designer Lincoln Miles and his wife, artist Lisa Traxler, want to build their own home on the Isle of Wight, but good land is hard to find. They come up with an increasingly popular solution: bungalow gobbling ‑ find a bungalow on a prime piece of land and, in this case, surrounded by unspoilt ancient woodland, upscale it to suit your needs.

Lincoln and Lisa are recycling the existing 70s bungalow, even keeping some of its retro features like the stone clad chimney, but extending it to exploit the natural setting. A three‑storey 'tower' extension will give them living space opening onto the forest, and a bedroom that nestles in the canopy with treetop views, whilst a single storey studio extension will allow them to work from home. The old bungalow and new studio extension will be clad in an undulating layer of scorched larch planks, which echo the bark of the surrounding trees. The taller tower extension will be clad with agricultural cement board, usually used on cowsheds, which will be smothered with yoghurt and cow pat to encourage mosses and lichens to grow.  

Lincoln and Lisa hope to transform their stone‑clad bungalow into a creative structure that sensitively responds to its woodland setting. But the extensions are huge, and by using unconventional techniques and materials, no‑one is quite sure what this building will end up looking like.

The Young Ones

What if it were possible to turn back time? Could it be that we all have the power to think ourselves young again? That's the extraordinary claim of an experiment first conducted 30 years ago which the BBC is now re‑staging.

Six well loved celebrities in their 70s and 80s ‑ Liz Smith, Lionel Blair, Dickie Bird, Sylvia Syms, Derek Jameson and Kenneth Kendall ‑ have agreed to spend one week living as though it were their heyday, 1975, to see if re‑living your youth can make you young again.

Their country retreat has been lovingly restored to be an authentic 1970s home, but it's not just the house that's had a '70s makeover. The celebrities will be wearing the clothes of the 1970s, they'll be cooking the favourite dishes of the time and their pastimes will include 70s TV, 70s video games and favourite LPs from the decade. Overseeing the experiment will be the BBC's man of science, Dr Michael Mosley, and Harvard Professor Ellen Langer, who conducted the original experiment.

In episode four, it's the final day of the experiment ‑ and the last chance for the volunteers to achieve their goals. In one final goodbye to 1975, a dinner party will be a chance to test how far each of them has come and to see whether they really have turned back time. Undergoing the tests once again, what will the science say? Each of the celebrities discovers whether they've really managed to turn back the clock. We'll see how their lives have changed since the end of the experiment ‑ has it given them a new lease of life or are they back to being just another old person in Britain?

Leaky Boat

In late winter 2001, the crew of the Norwegian tanker the Tampa pulled more than 400 refugees out of a fishing boat that was sinking off the north‑west coast of Australia. The refugees demanded to be taken to Christmas Island. As the captain complied, the Australian authorities radioed. They threatened to seize his ship and throw him in prison if he entered Australian waters. The order had come from the very top. 

This night triggered ten of the most dramatic weeks in our history ‑ when Australia stopped the boats. In one of the most aggressive responses to refugee boats in the world, we sent the major warships of our Navy to confront the boats. Some extraordinary dramas followed: parents were said to have thrown their children overboard, a boat called SIEV X sank taking 353 people to their deaths, refugees wrecked and burnt their boats with deadly results. And as the boats of Muslims came towards us, the Twin Towers came down. It felt like the world would never be the same.

Ten years on, this is the story, told by the men and women who were there. They include John Howard, Philip Ruddock, Peter Reith & Kim Beazley, Navy admirals and sailors, SAS commandos, Afghan farm boys and Iraqi school girls.

The decision to stop the Tampa was one of the most popular ever taken by any Australian government. So this film is very much about us ‑ and the old dance of democracy between the people and our leaders. And its fundamental puzzle ‑ who is leading and who is following?

The documentary Leaky Boat will be followed by a special Q&A debate 'Stopping the Boats' moderated by Tony Jones.

Stabbed in a dark alley of Glasgow city centre, a busker desperately tries to drag himself to help but dies amongst a swarm of shocked pedestrians. With footprints and the victim's dog's bloody paws contaminating the site, the crime scene is a nightmare for forensic pathologist Duncan Clark (Davood Ghadmi), and for DCI Burke (Alex Norton) and his team.

Frustratingly, the essential shots from the time of the murder have been stolen from their dark room, but DCI Burke is convinced this is more than just a coincidence...

Meanwhile, DI Ross's personal life is spiralling out of control. Deep in debt from gambling, and assisting a rehabilitating drug addict in his home, he finds himself at the mercy of Baby Doc. As the hunt for a suspect persists, Robbie's life comes under investigation by DCI Atkins from Professional Standards, and he's removed from the case.

Heading up the investigation falls to the newly promoted DI Jackie Reid but Chief Super Campbell (Siobhan Redmond) warns her to tread very cautiously. However, when Clark Donovan is caught trying to blackmail Mickey for the 'missing' photographs Reid has no choice but to intervene, with tragic consequences...

The New Inventors

Hosted by James O'Loghlin, The New Inventors is delving into the daring, delightful and dazzling world of design. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: designer and inventor Sally Dominguez, materials engineer Veena Sahajwalla, and Design Institute of Australia President Oliver Kratzer.

Inventions featured on the program: 

ERGONOMIC ORCHESTRA HARP ‑ by inventor Hugh Jones from NSW

Orchestra harps are beautiful instruments, so it is easy to forget how awkward and uncomfortable they can be to play. The geometry of the harp was adjusted hundreds of years ago to accommodate pedals that allow players to change key, but the changed design forced players into a position that is uncomfortable, affecting their ability to play difficult music. A typical orchestra harp weighs around 36kg, is approximately 1.8m high, and has a depth of 1.2m‑ a difficult stretch by anyone's standards.

Hugh Jones is one of 12 makers of pedal harps worldwide, and has taken his designs one step further by reworking the pedal harp into an ergonomic instrument. By curving the soundboard and allowing the pedals to be arrayed the way a player's feet move, the Ergonomic Orchestra Harp allows players comfortable access to this classical instrument.

A NEW ANGLE ‑ by inventor Nick Galli from NSW

Snowboarding is the cause of so many injuries it is considered an extreme sport. With jumps and rails becoming more popular and challenging, the risk of serious spinal injuries escalates with potentially devastating consequences. To prevent such terrible injuries, there needs to be a solution that can become as readily available as helmets.

A New Angle is a protective spinal armour that could prevent major injuries when snowboarding. The unique design locks into place on impact, preventing hyper extension of the spine. The armour has been carefully designed to protect the snowboarder's spine without compromising their ability to use the full range of movement while out on the slopes.

HIPDISK ‑ by inventor Danielle Wilde from VIC

The hipDisk is a wearable system that turns the human body into an instrument. By placing the hip and torso in extreme opposition the wearer can trigger tones and create simple tunes or melodies. Two disks attach to the wearer’s body, one above the waist and one below, while twelve custom-made soft contact switches that represent the notes on a chromatic scale are spread around the inner face of the disks. By the inventor’s own admission it is quite possibly ‘the most undignified musical instrument’ ever created.
hipDisk was designed to inspire people to swing their hips and explore and extend the full range of movement available to them through a simultaneous, interdependent exploration of sound. The resulting body instrument interconnects choreography and musical composition seamlessly, to the joy of the wearer.

Eaten to Extinction

Around the world, archaeologists and palaeontologists hotly debate the cause of species extinctions. Were humans responsible for the disappearance of at least some species? Or, were they merely witness to extinctions caused by environmental changes or other natural events? On the small Pacific islands of Vanuatu, Dr Paul Willis reports on recently excavated evidence that sheds new light on these controversial questions. 

Botox for Migraines

But in the process of removing worry lines from our faces, something unexpected has occurred.  Some people discover they've been cured of a scourge that's afflicted them all their lives ‑ migraines. Jonica Newby examines the history of Botox as poison, beauty treatment and medicine.

Crush on Crustaceans 

When Dr Susan Lawler joined La Trobe University, with a doctorate in evolutionary genetics from Washington University, she discovered that Victoria was a hot spot for crayfish. To her surprise she found that scientists had conducted very little research into these intriguing freshwater crustaceans. Almost two decades later, still fascinated by the creatures, she continues her self‑confessed 'romance'. She even keeps her favourite specimens as pets!

Sweet Solution for Woodlands

The wealth derived from Eastern Australia's grazing and crop farms has come at a price to both the natural environment and sustainable agriculture. Scientists in Albury Wodonga have found that a spoonful of sugar can provide a new insight in the battle to restore the original ecosystem. Tanya Ha took a stroll in the paddock to look at the grass roots research.

Radiant Beauty

In the 1920s, before much was known about the ill effects of radiation, some sought to enhance their beauty with treatments of radium.

Free Flight for Ants

Researchers at the University of Wellington have captured some extraordinary behaviour of the common wasp Vespula vulgaris and the New Zealand native ant, Prolasius advenus. The invasive wasps prefer to give ant competitors a free flight rather than fight over the same food.
