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Kevin McCloud presents a new nine-part series of Grand Designs. The series follows some of Britain's most ambitious home building projects, as resolute individuals design and build the home of their dreams.
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Entrepreneur Gwyn Ap Harris and his wife, Kate, were desperate for more space for their growing family so decided to build a traditional new house for themselves and their two sons, Jac and Dylan. But their plans changed when they fell in love with a decaying classic 1920s cinema in the heart of their home town, Thorne in South Yorkshire. With little knowledge of either restoration or building, they boldly set about renovating and extending this wreck to make a family home. Their idea for a conventional place to live is challenged by an old school friend now architect who convinces them to use concrete - and masses of it - to turn their dilapidated building into an unlikely homage to modernism.
Behind the beautifully restored 1920s facade, concrete walls emerge along with massive expanses of glass. Gwyn hopes this will include his eccentric ambitious idea of a hydraulic glass wall which will open up one side of the house to form an impressive UV filtered canopy.  This stark design concept is totally alien to Gwyn and Kate who are forced to take an almighty leap of faith and believe that concrete will make an outstanding monument to brutalism and offer them a unique place to live.  Plus the restoration of this landmark building might just help kick start the regeneration of this historic former mining town.

	When news of the deaths of the two young police officers broke, force command called for calm. But as shock gave way to outrage, the police response was swift and merciless.
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It was becoming increasingly apparent that police tactics were questionable. The Coroner created a ‘super inquest’ that linked seven police shooting deaths that occurred both prior to and after the Walsh Street executions. Eleven police were charged with murder - though no police member was convicted - and police training methods were roundly criticised.
The four men subsequently charged with the Walsh Street murders were acquitted in spectacular circumstances. The wife of one recanted her testimony and refused to give evidence against her husband, and a prosecution witness was dismissed as unreliable by the judge and jury. The Government was forced to admit the police had got the use of deadly force horribly wrong, prompting a massive re-education program to teach every operational police officer how not to kill. However, police still carry guns as part of their uniform and this program also explores one of the most controversial Australian police shootings in recent history: that of 15-year-old Tyler Cassidy at an inner-suburban skate park in December 2008.
With excruciatingly honest and raw testimony from two of the police who found themselves at the split-second trigger point that night, this film offers a unique and riveting insight into the moment and consequences of a police shooting.

	The story of three tumultuous weeks in June 1964 when Beatle-mania came Down Under and changed the social fabric of Australian society forever.
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Squeaky clean by day and musically charged at their concerts there was a different story behind closed doors. Much of what really occurred on the Beatles' only Australian tour has never been told before. Like JFK before them the media indulged in the spoils of being on tour with the Beatles and turned a blind eye to the bedroom antics!
The social turmoil caused by scenes of mass hysteria and the loss of control of public spaces was new and very unsettling for conservative authority figures.
In Adelaide a crowd estimated to be around 300,000 people (half the city's population at the time) turned out in the streets to welcome the Beatles. It was the biggest reception the Beatles had ever experienced anywhere in the world.
In Melbourne the army was called in to help police control the crowd and in Sydney over 10,000 girls entered a competition to win one of just 17 invitations to attend Paul's 22nd birthday party!
The Beatles and their music embodied the future - a future that promised a world of freedom. For the first time in Australia and New Zealand, jobs were plentiful and there were a lot of people under twenty with disposable income. Life was fun!
Narrated by Bryan Dawe - who queued for three days to buy his tickets to the first concert in Adelaide - When The Beatles Drove Us Wild features interviews with many leading Australians about their direct experiences. Among those reminiscing are Glenn Shorrock, Jim Keays, Glenn A Baker, Blanche d'Alpuget, Jenny Kee, Little Pattie, Chantal Contouri, Molly Meldrum, Bob Francis, Bob Rogers and Bob Katter.
