	The Marylebone team has to cancel a wedding when the groom remembers that he already got married in Las Vegas. Meanwhile, a council official does some detective work after a man dies alone. And, one family completes the cycle of birth, death and marriage with a wedding at the Town Hall.
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Also in this episode we see the registrars packing up the office and getting ready to move out of Old Marylebone Town Hall to three different venues across London. They have to pack over 180 years’ worth of historical records including Oscar Wilde's marriage certificate, Florence Nightingale's death certificate and birth certificates for Brooklyn and Romeo Beckham.
In the last 100 years over a million births, deaths and marriages have been registered at Old Marylebone Town Hall. Since the registry opened in 1920, 615,000 births have been recorded, 350,000 deaths and 265,000 couples have said 'I do'.
Head registrar Alison Cathcart says: "It's going to be a bit of a wrench leaving here - it's been a major part of my life. It's going to be difficult, but there'll always be people coming to get married wherever we are, there'll always be people having babies, and the ones needing to register deaths - so you can't keep looking back."
