Tuesday, 20 May 2014
	Second stop for John Doyle and Tim Flannery is the city of Shanghai.  The ancient fishing village turned international port was once known as the Pearl of the Orient - a decadent hub of foreign trading and subversive political intrigue.  Now it's a glitzy, glamorous city and the poster child for China's rapid urbanisation.  It is China's most populous city and home to 24 million people.
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John and Tim start their tour with a stroll along Shanghai's iconic Bund with its financial district towering in the east, and the remnants of its colonial past to the west of the city.  When they come across a group of locals practising Tai Chi, John decides to demonstrate his version, much to Tim's amusement!  Next, former Melburnian, Shane Ullman, takes John and Tim on a tour of the old part of Shanghai.
Tim and John ride the lift in Shanghai's tallest building - the World Financial Centre - and get a bird's eye view of the forest of skyscrapers and cranes of the Pudong district, and see how quickly the city is changing.  Later, they meet young multi-millionaire Daniel Zhang, one local who's ridden the wave of Shanghai's boom.  But not everyone in Shanghai enjoys a luxurious lifestyle. John and Tim meet a poor Chinese migrant worker who is helping to build - as he puts it - the fatherland, and a bunch of Aussies who are all contributing to Shanghai's development: architect Stephen White, skateboard park designer Simon Oxenham and chef Hamish Pollitt.
Next, Tim and John step into the reality of China's one child policy.  They attend a public match making gathering that attracts 10,000 people.  It is a speed dating event run by the parents not the children.  Tim and John also explore how to feed a growing population on the scale of China and the opportunities for Australian producers. They also look at the environmental damage to the river and water systems in Shanghai. They observe that there's a huge price to pay for China's rapid urbanisation.

The Men Who Made Us Fat

	Around the world, obesity levels are rising - more people are now overweight than undernourished. In this fascinating and thought-provoking series, Jacques Peretti explores the profitable ways eating habits have been revolutionised over the last 40 years. Travelling to the USA, he learns about a sweetener championed in the 1970s to make use of the excess corn grown by farmers but now known to interfere with the hormone that controls appetite.
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He reveals the history of 'supersizing', a concept that boosted both food consumption and profits, and speaks with industry professionals about the introduction of value meals, king-size snacks and multi-buy promotions.
In episode one, Jacques Peretti traces those responsible for revolutionising our eating habits to find out how decisions made in America 40 years ago influence the way we eat now. Peretti travels to America to investigate the story of high-fructose corn syrup. The sweetener was championed in the US in the 1970s by Richard Nixon's agriculture secretary Earl Butz to make use of the excess corn grown by farmers. Cheaper and sweeter than sugar, it soon found its way into almost all processed foods and soft drinks. HFCS is not only sweeter than sugar, it also interferes with leptin, the hormone that controls appetite, so once you start eating or drinking it, you don't know when to stop. Meanwhile, in 1970s Britain, food manufacturers used advertising campaigns to promote the idea of snacking between meals. Outside the home, fast food chains offered clean, bright premises with tempting burgers cooked and served with a very un-British zeal and efficiency. Twenty years after the arrival of McDonalds, the number of fast food outlets in Britain had quadrupled.
