His main purpose for breeding the quolls this year was to raise their numbers in captivity. To maintain genetic diversity Chris plans to swap some with another wild life park. So Chris is off to Sydney's Featherdale Park. But just how do you travel interstate with a couple of feisty young quolls on the plane?

The Great Rift: Africa's Wild Heart: Grass

The Rift's active volcanoes, erupting over thousands of years have filled the valley floor with volcanic ash, providing the ingredients for tremendous diversity ‑ the vast grasslands of the Serengeti. In the rain shadow of the great volcanoes the dry conditions have stunted the growth of trees, but have created perfect conditions for grassland. 

The richness of the landscape draws vast herds of zebra and wildebeest, elephant and rhino, cheetah and lion. But an even more successful creature owes its origins to this remarkable landscape ‑ humankind. Preserved over two million years ago in the volcanic ash soil are the first known human footsteps. 

At the nearby Olduvai Gorge, the remains of early man have been found from as long ago as a million years. Recent fossil discoveries are rewriting traditional theories of human evolution, making it the most important prehistoric site in the world. Humans still inhabit this valley, as Masai continue to live alongside the animals, much as they have always done. The people have evolved with the landscape and the wildlife over tens of thousands of years.

After The Great Rift: Africa's Wild Heart we take a look behind the scenes where filming sleeping chimpanzees in the forests of Kibale National Park in Uganda provides some serious challenges for the crew. They also have painful ant bites and a potential elephant stampede to contend with.

The Kennedys

After Jack's inauguration speech, we jump directly into a meeting about the Bay of Pigs invasion. Jack is told of an Eisenhower‑approved plan to train guerrillas in Nicaragua for an assault on Fidel Castro's Cuba. Virtually all of Jack's advisors ‑ military and civilian ‑ urge him to go ahead with the invasion. And finally Jack ‑ against his better judgement ‑ gives the order to send the guerrillas in. 

Jack's worst fears about the Bay of Pigs operation come true. The guerrillas are overtaken by Castro's troops, and are suffering heavy losses. Jack faces a brutal dilemma: intervene and admit US involvement, or stay out of it and let them die. He doesn't want to give the Soviet Union justification for military action, so he chooses to do nothing. 

When the smoke clears, 114 guerrillas are dead, and 1189 taken prisoner. Jack is wracked with guilt, and he sends Jackie and the kids to Massachusetts while he contemplates the next move. With Jackie gone, Jack has a one‑night tryst with Judy Campbell, to whom he'd been introduced during the 1960 campaign by Frank Sinatra.  

It is August of 1961. The Russians have moved troops into Berlin, though their intentions are still unclear. JFK prepares for the possibility that Khrushchev may try and take the city. 

Back at the White House, FBI Director Hoover informs JFK’s advisors that the Bureau is aware of the President's dalliance with Judy Campbell ‑ who is also the mistress of Chicago mob boss Sam Giancana. 

Bobby then announces the formation of the Organized Crime Division.

Joe Snr. meets with an ex-FBI agent and asks him to dig up the files on Giancana - Joe wants to know where Sam is weak. But the agent can’t help, leaving Joe feeling powerless. 

FBI Director Hoover plays Bobby a recording of Giancana talking to another mobster about his meeting with Joe Kennedy. Bobby’s devastated. Bobby and Jack decide that their father’s association with the Administration must come to an end.

Compass: The Trouble With St Mary's

In February 2009, St Mary's church in Brisbane was at the centre of one of the biggest rifts in the history of the Australian Catholic Church. 

In the eyes of Rome, 72-year-old Parish Priest Father Peter Kennedy is a heretic, out of step with the Vatican on the most fundamental tenets of Catholicism. Kennedy's transgressions include questioning the Virgin Birth, the infallibility of the Pope and even that Jesus was the literal Son of God. In practice, Peter Kennedy rejects wearing vestments, allows all members of the church, including women, to recite the Eucharist, and changes the wording of the baptism. In the view of the Archbishop of Brisbane, John Bathersby, Peter Kennedy has put himself "out of communion with the Roman Catholic Church".

Peter Kennedy, however, passionately believes that the church is undemocratic and in desperate need of reform. Under his leadership St Mary's has become known for its social activism. Programs such as MICAH, under parishioner Karyn Walsh, have helped the homeless and victims of abuse by institutions, including the Catholic Church.

When Father Kennedy is finally sacked by the Catholic Church for unorthodox practices, the decree issued by Archbishop Bathersby not only removes him from the church, but also effectively exiles over 1,000 members of his community, who have followed him for almost thirty years.

The Trouble with St Mary's provides unprecedented access into this community and its leader as they attempt to find a new way of being spiritual outside of the Catholic Church.

Artscape: Hannah Gadsby: The NGV Story Part 2

In May 2011 the National Gallery of Victoria (NGV) turns 150. To celebrate, Hannah Gadsby, comedian and self‑confessed art lover, is off on a rollicking historical ride through the collection of one of Australia's most loved art institutions.

In part two, Gadsby takes up the story in the late 1960s when gallery architect Roy Grounds and director Eric Westbrook created a daring new vision for a major art gallery on Melbourne's most famous boulevard. But, building a new gallery was not all smooth sailing. As Gadsby explains, "while the gallery itself was an instant success, the art on the walls was a different story. Ridiculous... fascinating... gimmicky... bewildering... superb...strange...just one big joke." Gadsby ruminates on comments made about the new gallery's inaugural exhibition entitled ‘The Field’.

By the 1970s a dead cow turned up on the gallery doorstep; flamboyant gallery director, Patrick McCaughey, lost and found Picasso's Weeping Woman in the 1980s, and by the 1990s the gallery underwent a complete refurbishment alongside the establishment of a brand new gallery devoted exclusively to Australian art. The gallery has had a colourful and eventful past and now deserves to revel in the fact that it houses one of the world's best art collections.

On Trial is a groundbreaking, five‑part documentary series featuring unprecedented access to major criminal trials in Australian courts. For the first time cameras have been granted full access to the Supreme Court of Western Australian and the District Court of NSW where criminal cases are dealt with before judge and jury.

The series features a murder trial, a major assault, and a robbery and assault trial.

On Trial takes viewers behind the scenes as they observe the emotional and legal journeys of the accused. Each case provides key insights into often controversial legal processes, our adversarial legal system, and the day‑to‑day operation of our courts.

On Trial charts the stories of both prosecution and defence as they undertake pre‑trial preparations in the tense build‑up before going to court. The series covers the jury selection process, opening addresses, examination of witnesses, cross‑examination and the summing‑up to juries and, if found guilty, sentencing. As well as charting the legal journey, the series traces the intimate emotional stories of the characters through observational coverage outside the court.  

Produced by Ian Collie and Michael Cordell, the team responsible for A Case for the Coroner, DIY Law, and Suspicious Minds, On Trial is another compelling courtroom series that provides a rare insight into the criminal justice system and how people react under pressure.

In episode one, a man is accused of holding a pistol to the head of another man and threatening to shoot him. Granted extraordinary access to the trial and both legal teams, this two-part story follows the defence as they argue that the accused was actually the victim, not the aggressor.

Collectors takes us to the Australian Wooden Boat Festival, held each year on Hobart's beautiful and historic waterfront. The Festival has blossomed into one of the top maritime events in the world, displaying an enormous collection of wooden boats of all shapes and sizes. Take the iconic Chris‑Craft, first built by Christopher Columbus Smith in1874 at the age of 13! 

Adrian Franklin takes to the Derwent River in a 1950s Mistral runabout, one of the most luxurious and collectable of the Chris‑Craft range.

From the town of Tinderbox, just south of Hobart, Ross Barnett has gathered a collection of clinker‑built (overlapping boards) boats, many of them Tasmanian, all of them Australian, and all historic. And further south, in the picturesque town of Franklin, Gordon Brown takes us to the famous Wooden Boat Centre. 

Meanwhile, Hobart's Colin Thomas has a collection of 40 pieces of Scrimshaw, intricately carved whalebone. They are part of an exhibition of 500 pieces.

Newcastle's Ian Coan's collection owes much to Tasmania and Bass Strait in particular. Ian spent many years working on interstate passenger ships from which he collected assorted memorabilia, and the best collection of shipping crockery in Australia. 

Finally, Adrian, who is always on the move, takes us to Sydney Harbour and one of the most popular pastimes from 1900 to the 1950s, and still going today. This was the building and racing of magnificent model racing skiffs, replicas of the popular and very fast 18 footers.

The New Inventors

Hosted by James O'Loghlin, The New Inventors is out in the garden, checking out seeds of inspirations that have grown into great inventions. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: agricultural scientist Chris Russell, materials engineer Veena Sahajwalla, and special guest judge, landscape architect Costa Georgiadis.

Inventions featured on the program: 

BULL‑ANT IRRIGATION MASTER ‑ by inventors John Gargula and Greg McLeod from SA

Sub‑surface irrigation has benefits that far outweigh sprinkler systems. The problem is they are expensive to install. During a chance meeting with a lawn mowing contractor in 2009, a year of nation‑wide drought, the contractor commented on the severe downturn of work over the long summer months that had forced many to walk away from their businesses. 

Bandmates John and Greg set about developing a machine that made sub‑surface irrigation more cost effective. Until now, the machinery available is slow, cumbersome, heavy or expensive. The Bull‑Ant Irrigation Master is a mini trencher designed for installing sub-surface drip irrigation lines that is fast, lightweight and cost effective.

PATCH OF FOOD ‑ by inventor Caspar van der Meer from TAS

There are many good reasons to start a garden‑ to grow your own food, for its aesthetic effect, or for relaxation. Winemaker Caspar van der Meer initially just wanted a raised garden bed for his own garden, but as he started looking around he wasn't satisfied with things already available on the market. Options like heavy timber, corrugated iron, and railway sleepers were too heavy, expensive, and unnecessarily complicated to build. 

Patch of Food is a raised garden bed system that overcomes a lot of the problems with traditional raised garden beds. The beds are cheap and easy to construct, made from 100% recycled plastic, very durable, and also incorporate a unique cover system to keep plants and veggies protected.
