Stealing Shakespeare

A confident conman tries to fool the world's Shakespeare experts by alleging a rare text of 18 of the Bard's plays was given him by his Cuban girlfriend.

Eccentric book dealer Raymond Scott walked into Washington DC's Folger Library, the world's leading authority on Shakespeare, with the rare First Folio of the Bard's plays. He claimed it was given to him by his Cuban girlfriend's family. 

But after extensive detective work, scholars from around the USA and UK soon realised that this copy was far from legitimate. It had been stolen from a glass case at the University of Durham in 1998, just 16km from where Scott was living at the time.

The First Folio is the most important printed work in the English language, produced six years after Shakespeare's death, without doubt the foundation of modern English literature.

Scott claims he took it in good faith to the Folger Library when he discovered what a 'treasure' his girlfriend Rios had in her hands and he wanted to get it authenticated to share their important discovery with the world.

Had he managed to convince the Folger that the Folio was his, he would be a millionaire. 

But police discovered a colourful past of debts and hidden bank accounts which led them to smell a rat.

Poh's on the road to the sheep country of the Flinders Ranges in northern South Australia and it's a trip of firsts ‑ her first night sleeping under the stars in a swag and her first attempt at shearing a sheep.

Sheep have always meant two things in Australia ‑ meat and wool ‑ so first up Poh tries her hand at shearing with Jamie McTaggart, a former shearer and fifth generation sheep farmer. After her success with shearing, Poh follows the mustering of Jamie's Dorper sheep, animals that have been specifically bred for arid country, not for their wool, but for their meat. With their diet of saltbush and native grasses these sheep produce a slightly seasoned and very clean tasting meat.  

In her first ever attempt to cook on a campfire, Poh uses the lamb minced to create an easy spiced lamb sausage and egg breakfast for Jamie. In turn Jamie shows Poh how to cook tandoori style in a camp oven. 

Travelling further north into the picturesque Flinders Ranges (country that Hans Heysen made so famous in his paintings), Poh arrives in Blinman which is situated in the highest part of the Flinders. The only pub in town has an Italian owner, Tony Cutri, who uses lamb on his Greek style pizza that he serves to the locals every Friday night. After a great night with the locals (the entire town came) Poh gets a few pizza tips from Tony and then shares her love of lamb using her favourite moussaka recipe.

GM ‑ Frankenfood or Famine Buster?

Genetically modified food ‑ will it help to feed the increasing number of hungry mouths into the future? Or is it a genetic time bomb threatening the health of crops, livestock and people?

In the Beginning

Genetically modified food is a perplexing issue. Most of what we eat is genetically modified in some way ‑ even organic food. Maryanne Demasi explores the history of various conventional techniques of modifying plant DNA, including cross‑breeding, mutational breeding and embryo rescue. 

The GM tomato

In 1994, the Flavr Savr tomato became the world's first commercially available genetically engineered food in the USA. Designed to ripen on the vine and retain firmness on the shelf, things didn't go according to plan.

Sorting Wheat From Chaff
GM crops now cover 10% of the world's arable land and many would like to see them cover no more until more stringent testing is done. Graham Phillips talks to the scientists responsible for developing GM foods and learns of the stringent regulatory requirements already in place. But, some scientists have their concerns about the long term health implications.

Food Wastage

The amount of food wasted today will be enough to feed the world's starving people ‑ all one billion of them. Finding ways to minimise the waste could help meet the 70% increase in demand for food that is expected by 2050.

Daily Bread or Dread

The board of Food Standards Australia and New Zealand (FSANZ) recently permitted the importation of the 48th GM food to Australia. However, there are only two food crops approved for growing in Australia - canola and cotton - and many would like to see no more grown until rigorous safety testing is carried out. Mark Horstman seeks out the views of the research scientists and the concerned activists.
