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Anatomy is a documentary series comprised of three unusual and compelling stories - Skin, Heart and Muscle - which explore how sexuality and the body work together as driving forces in the creative process. 

Muscle is an intimate film about the extremes of strength and frailty in the human body. For Simon Yates, Jo Lancaster and Mozes, the three members of nomadic performance troupe Acrobat, the body is everything.

When we think of muscles we think of strength and courage, power and might. And nowhere is muscularity more compelling than when we see, in an acrobat, athlete or gymnast, the graceful potency of the human form. When rendered into art, into abilities that surpass what we believe the human body is capable of, the muscle seems to become something superhuman. Pushed to such extremes however, the body can also prove to be a thing of fragility; breakable and frail.  

Muscle is an observational documentary that explores the lives of the three members of Acrobat as they embark on their first national tour in three years following a period of physical and emotional collapse. The film commences with preparations in their quirky backyard in Albury and follows the troupe as they travel to the 2008 Adelaide Fringe Festival. 

With candour and fragility, the three reveal their personal struggles and fears. Mozes is HIV positive and the documentary observes how he manages his lethargy and prepares himself emotionally for the possibility that at some stage, despite his fierce will, his body may fail him. A few years ago, after snapping his Achilles tendon, Simon suffered a nervous breakdown. The fear of suffering another breakdown perpetually haunts him. Jo's struggle is to be an acrobat, maintain her relationship with Simon, and be a mother to their two children.

Back home in Australia, Lawrence decides to find the true heroes who inspired him to become who he is today - and vanquish once and for all his childhood and false icons in a blaze of glory, literally. 

His adventures have taken some strange twists and turns, but his final quest - to find total peace in himself and a sappy moral to tie up the series - has been successful.

Barnaby's aunt, Alice Bly (Phyllis Calvert), has an addiction to detective stories, a deep admiration for her favourite nephew, and is recovering from an operation at the Lawnside Nursing Home. Barnaby (John Nettles) has moved house and, in his week off, is attempting to do the decorating himself, but makes time to call on Aunt Alice. Most other residents of Lawnside are there to die. There is Marjorie Watson, known as 'George' (Mary Wimbush), whose conversation is coloured by fantasy and forgetfulness; there's Arthur Prewitt (Geoffrey Bayldon), an impeccably neat gay man; there's William Smithers (Nigel Davenport), a retired chauffeur with a mischievous wit; there is Celia Armstrong (Gudrun Ure), a dainty old lady in her eighties whose niece, Pru Bennett (Angela Down) owns a craft shop in Causton but visits lovingly; and there is Madge Fielding (Georgine Anderson) whose scatty untidiness drives Arthur Prewitt to distraction.

When a resident at Lawnside dies, Alice Bly picks up gossip which, mixed with the detective fiction with which she is passing the hours, makes her think that all is not as it should be at Lawnside. The matron, Miss Richards (Deborah Findlay) appears efficient, although Barnaby, on a visit to Alice, witnesses a harsh exchange between Prewitt and Dr. Warnford (Clive Wood) the local G.P. who turns up in an expensive Aston Martin. The rumour is that Richards and Warnford are in cahoots, changing residents' wills and bumping them off. 

Barnaby is amused by his aunt's anxiety but tells her to keep in touch - which Alice does when she overhears threats from a nocturnal male visitor, Mungo Mortimer (Colin Tierney), a friend of Dr. Warnford and a classic car dealer down on his luck, who has borrowed money from the doctor to tide him over until he inherits from his aunt. Just before she died, he came close to inciting a nurse to bump her off and is now anxious to prevent anything being said to jeopardise probate.

Smithers (Nigel Davenport) pawns a Cartier watch, stolen from a deceased resident, and goes to investigate Miss Richards and the doctor. He finds the pair indulging in kinky sex. In a confusion of hilarity and anxiety, he sees the Aston Martin and takes it for a spin which lands him in a ditch. But when Alice does overhear a murder Barnaby is called in to decipher the facts from what 'George' describes as 'blue herrings'.

Hosted by James O'Loghlin, The New Inventors showcases bright minds from across the country as they discover ingenious solutions to the problems of our lives.
Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: agricultural scientist - Chris Russell, materials engineer - Veena Sahajwalla, and designer - Alison Page. 
Inventions featured on the program: 
Invention 1 SOLAMATE - by inventor Stuart Elliott from VIC
If we're serious about reducing greenhouse gas emissions, we must find a renewable and energy-efficient way to heat our homes. SolaMate is a new type of solar panel that can heat, cool and ventilate a building using solar energy. The core of the invention is a simple plastic extrusion able to harvest solar energy very efficiently. It's specifically designed for high volume manufacturing, allowing panels with a greater surface area to be produced at a lower cost. This in turn increases the capacity and efficiency of the system, so that SolaMate has the capacity to comfortably heat a whole home. This invention brings solar heating to the masses. SolaMate - warm your house, not the Earth.

Invention 2 FEATHERBEE SHEARERS TROLLEY - by inventor Barry Bennett from NSW
Over the past 30 years, the size of sheep in Australia has increased by 30 to 40 percent, and the amount of wool clipped from each sheep has almost doubled. This is having a detrimental effect on the backs of the country's shearers, especially when they pull sheep out of their pens for shearing. The Featherbee Shearers Trolley means shearers don't drag sheep manually, they simply catch the sheep and slide the trolley with the lever scissors open underneath it. The lever scissors are then closed onto the fleece, the trolley leans back and the heavy sheep can be wheeled out with ease. This invention turns backbreaking labour into a simple and efficient job.Featherbee Shearers Trolley - taking the strain out of sheep removal.

Invention 3 SPILLGUARD - by inventor Terry Randolph from NSW
Accidentally kick a paint can over and your carpet or hardwood floors may never be the same again. Spillguard prevents paint being spilled or splashed even when the pot is upside down. It also keeps the brush handle clean and slows the paint from drying out. The paint can is filled to the indicator line, then the funnel-shaped invention is fitted to the top of the tin. Now if the paint can is accidentally kicked over, nothing will spill out. The hole in the middle is big enough to fit your brush inside, but small enough to prevent too much air getting to the paint and drying it. The invention also allows you to hang your paint can from a ladder without fear of it falling and spilling everywhere. Spillguard - no spills, no mess, no matter what.

Eggs on ice - new freezing technique aiding women who want to wait; insects helping to keep an eye out for terrorists - face recognition in bees; footprints in the ash - where the megafauna roamed.
Eggs on Ice
More and more women are choosing to put off childbirth until later in life. Whether for social or medical reasons, one in ten women are now having their first babies at the age of 35 or older. But as women age so do their eggs and there are fewer and fewer of them. As a result, a woman entering her thirties has an ever decreasing chance of conceiving and an ever increasing risk of a problematic pregnancy resulting in an unhealthy child. As women's biological clocks tick, medical researchers are developing a new technique to freeze their eggs. The hope is that the technique will improve the odds of a successful birth and a healthy child. Dr Maryanne Demasi finds out what's involved for a woman wanting to put her eggs on ice.
Brainy Bees
Reacting quickly in an emergency depends increasingly on security cameras to recognise faces. We have special regions of the brain dedicated to the task of face recognition and constantly do it without effort or a second thought. But for computers and security systems it's more difficult. In a bid to improve surveillance, the technology that could one day save lives by recognising a known terrorist for instance, scientists are studying how bees see the world. Dr Graham Philips investigates how new research shows that bees, despite their tiny brains, can be trained to recognise faces, even as we can, from different points of view. 
Footprint in Ash
120,000 years ago humans were yet to set foot in Australia. A volcanic landscape existed in what is today the state of Victoria, where now extinct megafauna once roamed. As lakes dried out a whole new world has revealed a vivid snapshot of life in those distant times. Dr Paul Willis travels across the country and back in time to test his skills in animal tracking and reveal the largest collection of mega faunal footprints yet discovered in Australia.
