Tuesday, 3 February at 10.55pm
As part of SBS’s Animation Season, One of the Lucky Ones a hybrid film, combining live action drama sequences with visual effects, digital animation and motion graphics will screen in the Hot Docs slot on Tuesday 3 February at 10.55pm.
The film tells the story of the rape of writer/director Wendy Chandler and its aftermath. 
In the early hours of March 24th 2002, Wendy awoke to a stranger taking off his clothes. He held her down, raped her and fled. At the time of the rape, Wendy was an award-winning filmmaker. Within months, she was barely able to eat, unable to work, scarcely able to function as a person. 
Despite her ordeal Wendy came to realise she was one of the lucky ones. 
Winner of Flickerfest IF Media Award for Most Popular Film 2008. Written and directed by Wendy Chandler and stars Maryann Henshaw, Kirk Page, Kristian Schmid, Diane Craig and voice-over by Lisa McCune.

FOOD SAFARI: JEWISH
Wednesday, 4 February at 7.30pm
In the final Food Safari of the series, screening on SBS on Wednesday, 4 February at 7.30pm, Maeve O’Meara explores the delicious and complex world of Jewish food - full of age-old traditions and customs including a strict dietary code (kasrut) laid out in the Old Testament. 
She visits kosher butcher shops and fish shops in Melbourne and Sydney, with food preparation supervised by a rabbi to make sure the kasrut laws are adhered to; meets veteran baker Mendel Glick who has made the sweet plaited bread challah and bagels for 45 years. Restaurateur Shimon Manshai and his family share the rules associated with keeping the Sabbath – and extol the delights of having a complete day of rest. 
Maeve meets up with Melbourne author and cooking school owner Meera Freeman who explains the key ingredients to Jewish cooking while broadcaster and author Ramona Koval makes the vibrant delicious borscht (beetroot soup) she grew up with.  

We learn how to make the classic golden Jewish penicillin - aka chicken soup – Maeve meets Shirley Hirsh whose recipe has been handed down through generations.  Maeve’s friend Merelyn Frank cooks her cholent – a slow-cooked dish of meat and pulses that is perfect as a Sabbath dish while Rita Erlich prepares gefilte fish and caterer Corby-Sue Neumann shows Maeve how to make beef brisket. 
No Jewish home is ever without an endless array of baked goods including exceptional cakes and Maeve visits home cook   Batia Slater who whips up a fragrant orange and almond cake, a recipe made without flour to commemorate the time when the Jews fled with Moses and didn’t have time to bake.

The sashed State Finalists line-up. In this beauty pageant no one wants to save the world or the environment and there’s no mention of feeding starving children. The judges are on a booty quest for good tits and arse. Welcome to a behind the scenes look at Australia’s longest running and most politically incorrect beauty contest, the   Miss Nude Australia Pageant! Best Undressed will screen on SBS on Friday, 6 February at 10.00pm.
For the 18th year in succession drag artiste Madame Josephine will host the Miss Nude Australia Pageant competitors to a full house at The Crazy Horse Revue nightclub in Adelaide.

The girls each in turn, step out onto the small runway. Using everything at their disposal; a flamboyant or cheeky outfit to slowly peel away, a pair of increasingly-popular dancing poles for minor acrobats and of course the gifts they were born with and the whole point of this show - their looks and stunning (and sometimes ‘modified’) bodies. They dance, tease and strip their way to a common goal; to win!

The judges, a mixture of pageant “experts” and the occasional B Grade celebrity, sit and stringently mark the girls, based on criteria laid out in the judging: 
‘Judge's are directed to look hard and long at each performer. When they judge her face, they look at her teeth, her smile, and her hair. When they judge her body they look at her proportions, shape and her beauty.” 
In a modern society of sexual equality, this competition seems out of place, sexist and sleazy. But in recent years the competition has flourished with a constant flow of young and beautiful girls, keen to compete for the prize of Miss Nude Australia. 
Behind the scenes we meet stripper Trinity Porter and her mother “Dazzling Deb”. This charismatic mother-daughter combination debate the pros and cons of Trinity’s chosen profession. Her mother proudly confirms that Trinity showed early signs of the performer she would eventually become when she was a little girl swinging upside down on the veranda pole in the front yard.   

Suzie Q is also a gifted pole dancer. Red-haired and flat chested, she worries that she won’t be able to hold her own in a competition that mainly features busty blondes with implants. 

Best Undressed portrays with humour (and without judgement), an appreciation for the spectacle of an event (albeit sometimes bizarre) that brings the women together and challenges their resolve, self esteem and creativity - all in the quest for an unusual sort of fame. 
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
